Spiced Cranberries.

cupfuls of cider vinegar. Cook slowly
for half an hour, add two tablespoon-
fuls of ground cloves and one half
tablespoonfnl of ground allspice.
Cook until as thick as marmalade and
put in jars for future usec.

Sour-milk Biscuit.

One cup of sour milk, one-half tea-
spoon of salt, one-half tcaspoon of
soda, one tablespoon of melted butter,
one pint of flour, or enough for a
dough. Sift the soda and salt into
one cupful of the flour and mix thor-
oughly. Put the milk in the mixing
bowl; add the flour mixture, then the
melted butter, and enough more flour
to make a dough just stiff enough to
be handled. Toss it out on a well-
floured board, pat it with the rolling-
pin until half an inch thick, cut with
a small round cutter and bake on a
floured pan in & very hot oven.

A Breathing Exercise.

A breathing exercise, which is said
to work wonders in the way of filling
up the neck, hollows in the cheeks,
expanding contracted chests and cur-
ing many of the minor ills which flesh
is heir to is taken thus: Stand out of
doors in the sunshine or by an open
window, hold the chest up and inhale
through the nose as long as possible.
Exhale equally slowly. Fifteen min-
utes of this exercise twice a day will
effect a great improvement in health
and appearance. This exercise is as
good for men as for women and is
sometimes recommended by drill ser-
geants to young volunteers and others
by way of increasing their chest meas-
urement to the requisite number of
inches.

Selecting Glassware.

To select glass with discretion it is
necessary to understand somewhat of
its manufacture, and to recall the
properties of the chemicals of which it
is composed, says Harper's Bazar.
These materials are chiefly soda, pot-
ash, lime, alumina and oxide of lead.
The quality of the glass to be manu-
factured depends upon the amount of
the basic material united with the sil-
ica orsand. The best glass is made
with lead, which gives to it luster, fu-
sibility and high refractory powers.
It is often called flint glass to distin-
guish it from lime glass, which is
much cheaper and of a decidedly
greenish tint. Flint glass is that
which is most generally used for cut-
ting and polishing. It may be picked
out by the clear, bell-like tone which
it sends forth when struck. This test
may be made without any danger of
breaking the glass if it be held firmly
in one hand while the upper part, or
edge, is sharply struck with a pencil
or other instrument, the only care re-
quisite being to see that the glass does
not touch any object when it is struck,
since if there be room for it to vibrate
glass will never break.

Pad and Pencil.

One of the greatest helps to the
housekeeper is the pad and pencil to
which ehe has frequent recourse, says
the Philadelphia Inquirer. The use
of this handy aid to the memory can
very quickly become a fixed habit, and
is a labor-saver as well as a short cut
to the possibilities of more work and
more play for a busy woman.

A pad and pencil being in the
kitchen receives the household neces-
sities of food as they appear, and ren-
ders fewer trips to the grocery neces-
sary or the visit of the grocer’s cart at
& city door more than once a day,
which should be all-sufficient for any
ordinary home.

A pad and pencil on the burean
may receive the outline of the day’s
work while the house mistress is go-
ing over it in her mind while dressing,
and makes sure of the thing which
may be easily forgotten when the
stress of the day comes on.

A pad and pencil on the bureau
may re-keep track of the unwritten
letters, the unpaid calls, the general
wants of the family and a host of
trifles that can be accomplished as
well as omitted, aud she who learns to
work with this faithful friend at her
elbow very soon finds it as an indis-
pensable companion.

“Hotels entertain a good many people
who can’'t write,” said the clerk of a
large hotel, “anéd the bad pen comedy
Is enacted quite frequently.

Mines That Burn For Years.

A number of good sized mines are
now on fire in the United States and
have been for years. The Vulecan mine
on the Green river, oppesite Newecastle,
In Colorado, has been on fire since the
great explosion several years ago, when
about SO persons lost their lives, All
efforts to quench it have proved fruit-
less. In Butte there is a mine which
has been afire since 1884. It has been
treated with carbonic acid gas gener-
ated on a large scale, quicklime and
acids and all the stifling devices that
genius and experience could devise, but
so far without effect.

In Pennsylvania there are several
steadily burning mines, and in one
place where the outlet of natural gas is
very great the spectacle it affords 1s of
surpassing interest. For miles around
a great tower of fire may be seen day
and night, and the dense black smoke
which it gives off settles upon the sur-
rounding country. How a mlne gets
afire is easily explained, even though
the greatest precautions are taken to
prevent it. Coal seams exude a gas
varyilng in quantity gccording to the
pressure and the quality of the deposit,
which gas when mixed with air in cer-
tain proportions is about as explosive
as gunpowder.—New York Post.
