The Administration Lost Interest in the Hay
Pauncefote Treaty as Amended?Senato'
Clay Tackles the Ship Subsidy Fraud?Re-
publicans Refuse to Make the Revenue Re-
duction Approximate the Surplus?" Little
Billy" Chandler is Vindictive?The Centen-
nial Celebration was Very Enjoyable to the
Privileged Classes but the Common Citizen
had to Content Himself with the Military
Display.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 14,1900.
Teddy's gall is by no meaus a new

thing, but his latest exhibition in that
line staggered the old-timers around
the.Capitol. It was a sort of advance
notice that Teddy's idea of the Vice
Presidency would uot square with the
fifth wheel notion which has hereto-
fore prevailed, and of innovations to
come which promise good "copy" for
the correspondents, if not calmness
and peace for the Senate. A New
York lawyer?a Mr. Holla?appeared
at the Capitol this week and began to
industrially button' jle Republican
Senators. The Sens ora, probably be-
cause of their ebame and disguat,
would not at first tell what the man's
object was, but it soon leaked out that
he was the personal representative of
Hon. Theodore Roosevelt, Vice Presi-
dent to be?probably the first ambas-1
9udor ever sent to the Senate under
the same circumstances?and that in
the name of Teddy lie was asking
Senators to defeat the ratification of
the amended Hay-Pauncefote treaty.
Tho visit of Mr. Holls probably
changed no votes, but it afforded
much amusement, especially to the
Democrats.

The administration lost interest in
the Hay-Pauncefote treaty from the
moment it became certain that it
would be amended, and Senator
Hanna informed Senator Billy Mason,
ami others who bad pledged them-
selves to vote as the administration
desired during the present session ol
Congress, that they could vote as they
pleased on the treaty.

Senator Clay made a long and vigo-
rous speech against the Ship Subsidy
bill. It fairly bristled with unanswer-
able reasons why the bill ought to tie
defeated. Among others, that the
one definite thing known about the
measure was that it would take from
the Treasury $9,000,000 a year for
twenty years to tie donated to a few
ship owners, which he declared to be a
scheme by which "one man's busi-
ness is to be heavily taxed in order to
advance and make more profitable the
private business of another citizen."
He said in answer to one of the prin-
cipal claims made by the supporters of
the bill: "How those who favor this
measure can maintain that the farm-
ers and producers of this country are
the principal beneficiaries of litis

bill passes my comprehension. lam
not surprised that at the hearings be-
fore the committee not a single farmer
or producer appeared to advocate the
passage of the bill; and lam uot sur-
prised that the ship-owners alone mo-
nopolized the time of the committee
in pointing out great benefits that
would accrue to the country from the
passage of the bill. An analysis of
the bill will demonstrate that they
alone are tho beneficiaries of this leg-
islation." In conclusion, Mr. Clay-
said: " The principal purpose of the
bill is not to increase the merchant
marine, but, on the contrary, to make
a large donation to and greatly en-
chance the fortunes of the ship own-
ers of the United States engaged in
the foreign trade."

The Democrats of the House sup-
ported the minority of the Ways aud
Means committee by voting for the
motion to re-commit the Revenue Re-
duction bill with instruction to make
it provide for an annual reduction of
at least $70,000,000, but the Republi-
cans followed their caucus decree,
voted the motion down, and then, of
course, the bill as prepared by the Re-
publican members of the committee
was passed.

Although the House Military com-
mittee reported a resolution merely
requesting the Secretary of War to
acquaint the House with tho result of
the investigation fie is making into
the death of Oscar 1* Booz, of Bristol,
Pennsylvania, formerly a cadet at
West Point, alleged to have been the
result of hazing at the hauds of his
fellow cadets, the House turned down
the report and adopted a resolution
offered by Representative Wanger, of
Pennsylvania, who appointed the
young man a cadet to West Point,
providing for an investigation by a
committee of five members of the
House.

" Little Billy" Chandler is using
his position as chairman of the Sen-
ate Committee on Elections, to dis-
play liis vindictiveness toward Mr.
Clark, of Montana, whose case was
generally regarded as having been
settled when lie resigned from tbe
Senate at tbe last session. Chandler
has asked that the resolution declar-
ing that Mr. Clark had not been duly
and legally elected to the Senate,
which was reported by the Election
committee previous to Senator Clark's
resignation, be returned to tbe com-
mittee for further action. Senator
Bacon was right in declaring Chand-
ler's action in trying to revive this
matter as persecution of a private citi-
zen. Chandler's action is said to tie
the result of his belief that Mr. Clark
hafe been using his influence to pre-
vent Chandler's re-election to the Sen-
ate by the New Hampshire Legisla-
ture, which willmeet in a few weeks.

The celebration of the centennial of
Washington as tbe Capital of the
United States was very enjoyable to
those who had tickets to the White
House, where the Governors were re-
ceived by tbe President aud some ad-

etless individual there was only the
military parade, under Gen. Miles,
which might have been considered a
big thiDg in some places, but was
quite ordinary for Washington.

Death of a Pioneer.
The death of Jesse Ferguson, at his

home, a few miles south east of this
city, at an early hour Sunday morn-
ing leaves another gap in the rapidly
disappearing line of early pioneers.
He was one of the first party of white
settlers, outside of employes of the
Hudson Bay Co., who penetrated the
then wilds of northern Oregon Terri-
tory.

Mr. F. was born near Sandusky,
Ohio, May 6th, 1824. While he was a
youth his father's family emigrated to
Illinois and afterwards to Savannah,
Missouri. In 1844, Jesse joined a
company of emigrants for this coast
under command of Col. Michael T.
Simmons. In this party were David
Kindred, Jas. McAllister, Gabriel
Jones and George Busb, the three
sons of the last named being the only
survivors of the party. The party re-
mained at Oregon City for a time, and
in 1845 came to this county, settling
at Newmarket (now Tumwater), and
engaged in the manufacture of shin-
gles for the Hudson Bay Co. Mr. F.
settled on the donation claim of 320
acres, which lias been his home
through life. In 1849 he visited Cali-
fornia on a gold-seeking journey, but
returned poor as lie left home. In
1851 lie joiued an expedition witli the

same object northward, embarking on
tli# ill-fated sloop Georgians, which
was wrecked on Queen Charlotte's Is-
land, B. C. The party were made
captives by the Indians and subjected
to tho most servile duties until ran-
somed by the U. S. government. In
1853, Mr. F. WHS united in matrimony
to Miss Margaret Jane Rutledge, who
died in 1861. Six children were born,
four of whom survive: David S. and
Samuel, and Mrs. Sarah J. Lee, who
resido in this county, and Mrs. Aunie
Callow, who lives at Kamilche.

During the Indian war in 1855-6,
Mr. Fergueon built a block-liouse on
his fartn, and with his family re-
mained on his property, while nearly
all other settlers found refuge in town.

T!ie funeral rites were held on the
farm Wednesday, R«v. Mr. Brownlee
officiating, interment being made
in the cemetery on the prairie near
where he died. Quite a number of
old-timers were present to honor the
memory of the deceased.
