Such an error was ex-
cu=able at the time at which it origi-
pated, but there 1= no reason for its
continuance, and it evidently would
be well if the term “ Indian” could be |

supplanted by some appropriate scien-
titic designation.

During a discussion of the subject
at a miceting of the American Anthro-
pological Society on May 23 of last
vear, Maj. J. W. Powell advocated the
usc of the name “ Amerind,” an arbi-
trary compound of the leading sylla-
bles of the frequently used phrase,
“ American Indian.” The proposed
term carrics no implication of classic
relation, raises no mooted question as
to the origin or distribution of Taces,
and perpetuates no obsolete ideas. So
far as the facts and theories of ethnol-
ogists are concerned, it is purely de-
notive. The term is sufficiently brief
and euphonious for all practical pur-
poses, not only in English, but &lso in
the languages of continental Europe.
It may be readily pluralized in those
languages, in accordance with their
respective rules, without losing its dis-
tinctive senatic character. Moreover,
it readily lends itself to adjectival ter-
mination in two forms, viz: “ Amer-
indian” and “Amerindic” and is sus-
ceptible also of adverbial termination;
while it can be readily used in the
requisite actional form “ Amerindize,”
or in relational forms, suéh as “ posts
Amerindian.”

The term is proposed as a designa-
tion for all the aboriginal tribes of the
American continent and adjacent isl-
anils, including the Eskimo.

The working ethnologists in the
society were practically unanimous
in approving the term for tentative
adoption, and for commendation to
fellow students in this and other
countries. As the working specialists
form the court of last resort, it cannot
be doubted that any term acceptable
to them may be expected to come
into use with considerable rapidity,
and be eventually adopted by thinkers
along other lines.

figures. Under this plan large estates
are rapidly breaking up, and in a very
few years they will have ceased to
exist. Settlers are exempt from land
taxation to the value of $2500. The
graduated income tax is a souree of
revenue to the government. All in-
comes under $1500 are exempt; from
that sum to $5000 the tax is 2§ per
cent; all over that pay 5 per cent. and
all corporations and absentees pay the
full 5 per cent. without exemption.
The old property tax has been
abolished.

“The government buys up large
tracts of land, which it leases to set-
tlers for 999 years. Those who are
deserving and have not enough money
to leasc the land can secure a loan
from the government with which to
build houses and clear the land. The
government will also provide such
with public work so that they can
eare enough to support their families
until the land can be mude to produce
a living. The law provides that eight
hours constitutes a day’s work. This
applies to private enterprises as well
as to government work.

“The telegraph, railroads and tel-
ephones are owned by the government.
In the country districts where the set-
tlers are some distance from the schools
the railways carry the children to and
from the schools free of charge. The
government manages the express busi-
ness. Through the enterprises men-
tioaed, are not only settlers given the
benefit of a cheap and uniform rate,
but the investment pays the govern-
ment.

“The post banks established by the
government have grown so popular
that it was found necessary to fix a
limit upon the amount that could be
deposited. The limit is $2500. It
was necessary to do this in order to
protect the private banks, which were
being crowded out of existence.

“In New Zealand the temperance
question must be submitted to the
referendum every three years. The
sale of liquor can be prohibited only
by a three-fifths vote; on the other
hand, a single additional license can-
not be granted except by a three-
fifths vote. The number of saloons,
however can be reduced by a bare ma-
jority, but no more than 25 per cent.
can be reduced at one election. The
women are allowed to vote.

“The government has established
life insurance, and does more business
than all the private companies com-
bined. Among other improvements
are several government farms for the
unemployed, but these are scarcely
used, for the simple reason that there
are few unemployed people in New
Zealand. The factory law makes it
obligatory upon employers to provide
dining-rooms apart from the work-
rooms for the employes. Eight 'hours
constitute a day’s work, and no child-
ren under 15 are allowed to work in the

She alleges his
death was due to an obstruction in
the street.

The citizens of Colfax are in a
flurry because G. H. Hahn, a well-
known merchant, is erecting a store
building in the very center of one of
the principal streets in the city. A
petition is belng circulated asking the
City Council to take some steps to
stop the apparent blockade to the
thoroughfare.

A. L. Dilley, Deputy U. S. Marshal,
has received orders to remove all
Federal prisoners from the Yakima
County Jail and place them in the
jails at the towns where the trials are
to take place. Hereafter all prisoners
held for trial in the Federal Courts
will be taken to Spokane, Walla
Walla, Seattle or Tacoma.
