Allthe union plumbers of Spokane

are out on a strike.

The body of Winter Kyle, aged 24,
was found on the beach at Astoria, Or.,
Monday morning. There was a scalp
wound on the head, bub no water in
the lungs. His mother resides at
Ballard, Wn.

Early yesterday morning a woman,
supposed to be a Mrs. harrigan,
jumped from a third-story window at
the Frement House, at Tacoma, to the
street below and sustained internal
injuries from which she died soon
after. Chief Boatswain Soberance, of
the transport Egbert, was in the room
at the time, and tried to hold the wo-
man by one foot, but she slipped away
from him. He is being held to await
the verdiet of the Coroner's jury.

The body of Pete Longworth, age
45, who was murdered by an unknown
party about a week ago, was discovered
Wednesday. He had a small saloon
and lunch-counter at Weston, and
was found dead in his cook-house. It
is not known whether he was killed
for money or revenge. The weapon
used was an adze. The skull was
fractured in three places. He had a
family, and had lived at Weston for
thirteen years. He was a Mason.

While some Wenatchee boys were
bathing in the river, a boy named
Southworth, who could not swim, got
on a piece of driftwood and floated out
into the at ream, where he fell off.
Early Engliah went to bis assistance
While trying to assist him to shore
the boy grabbed English around the
neck and pulled bis head under water
and held bim until he sank. Bert
Chappell, aged 16, immediately, threw
off hia clothes and sprang into the
water, were he succeeded in getting
the Southworth boy to take bold of a
boat that was shoved out by another
lad, when he dived and brought up
young English and succeeded in pull-
ing him near enough to the shore for
othera who eonld not swim to take
him. When the brave lad reached

shore he WHS exhausted. Dr. Shore
was called and resuscitated young
English after about a half hour's hard
work.

The report circulated for some time
that the Weyerhauser syndicate would
build a large sawmill on Gray's Har-
bor is apparently verified by the pur-
chase of a 60 acre tract west of Gray's
Harbor City, a boom town 10 year's
ago, which had been abandoned until
the Northern Pacific Railway Com-
pany built its extension last month.
A portion of the town is now occupied.
It is certain that the purchase of the
land is for the erection of a large mill,
aa deep water is always assured at
Gray's Harbor City, while sandbars
between Aberdeen and Gray's HarTTOr
City have prevented deep vessels
loading at Aberdeen and Hoquiam
this Summer. AtGray's Harbor City
there is a dock which cost $40,000 to
build, and which, though in a dilapi-
dated condition, can be repaired at a
reasonable expense. There is a lot of
timber well- back of Gray's Harbor
City, which the Weyerhauser syndi-
cate has purchased, and which can be
brought to the hwrbor by a new rail-
road. It looks now as if the Weyer-
hauser firm meant business. The
mill, iferected, willbe the largest on
the Coast.
