Dies in California.
Our little community was inexpres-

sibly shocked, Monday, by a telegram
announcing the death iu San Francis-
co of Mrs. Abbie H. H. Stuart, widow
of Robt. G. Stuart, one of our old-
time prominent ci isens, who for
many years was Receiver of the U. S.
Land Office in this district. Mrs. S.
had been a resident of Olympia for
nearly a third of a century and came
to the coast in 1866, and afier several
years in California, came here in 1871.
She was born in Boston, Oct. 28,1841.

She was the organizer of the Wo-
man's Club movement in the north-
west, and installed the first of these
aids to mental growth in this State
and Oregon, in Olympia and Portland.
She was a woman of marked individu-
ality combined, with strong mental
power, and brought to her self-imposed
mission of advancing the well-J>eing of
her sex, a well disciplined mind and
indomitable energy. She likewise
took a special interest in advertising
the resources of our State, while yet a
Territory, and slie served several years
gratuitously as chairman of ap immi-
gration commission authorized by the
Legislature to make known our re-
sources by correspondence. She pos-
sessed a liberal education, and was a
woman of splendid business ability.

Mr. Robert G. Stuart, her husband,
died about nine years ago, and since
that time she has managed successful-
ly the extensive property interests left
to her sole care. It is said that she
has but one living relative, an aged
aunt, who resides in California. A
few weeks ago deceased went to San
Francisco, in response to a notifica-
tion that the husband of this aunt
was dying. This event happened soon
after her arrival, and a few days later
she was taken down with pneumonia,
and death followed with rapid strides,
occurring on the morfiing of Monday,
the 6tb inst.

The body of deceased was escorted
from the Northern Pacific depot in
this city tu-day, on arrival of the
train from Portland, by members of
the Woman's Club, to their building
on Teuth and Washington streets.
The funeral rites willbe held there to-
morrow at 2 o'clock F. M., a representa-
tion of club women of Seattle and Ta-
coma being present to do honor to
her memory.

A Brief Summary of News Gathered Irom All
Parts of the State.

Charles Splawn, an Ellensburg pio-
neer, died suddenly, last week.

The new wing for the Steilacoom
asylum has been completed at a cost
of $40,000. It will now accommodate
900 patients.
* The steamer Bertha brings the news
to Seattle from Valdes that the steam
schooner Fearless, bound for San
Francisco, was wrecked in a recent
severe gale at Dutch Harbor. No
lives were lost. Twenty of the crew
returned to Seattle on the Bertba.

Wm. Axford, one of the pioneer set-
tlers of South Bend, died last Friday.
His pre-emption claim is now in the
heart of South Bend and is covered
with buildings. His old home, the
oldest in the city, still stands and is
occupied by his family. He was 80
years of age and born in England.

J. S. Fife, who has been in the cm-
ploy of D. Henna, at North l'akima,
as a clerk for some time, was arrested
there Monday on receipt of a descrip-
tion and photograph of S. Fife, who is
wanted in Savtnnah, Mo., for the
murder of one Richardson a year ago.
He willbe held iftnil the arrival of
the Missouri authorities.

The houses of several prominent
persons of Aberdeen were entered by
burglars while the families were at
church Sunday evening, and money
and valuables were stolen. The
thieves took much silver and cut
glass. There have been frequent rob-
beries there of late, but the police so
far have made no arrests.

A young man named Osborne, who
recently arrived at Tacoma from the
East, learned an old trick Saturday at
a cost of sls. Two plausible strang-
ers, who had promised him a position
in their store at Aberdeen, needed
sls to pay freight on some of their
goods and Osborne accommodated
tbem. He has not seen them since.

The drill used in sinking an artesian
well at the Great Northern round-
house at Everett, struck natural g*s
Tuesday at a depth of 500 feet. A
stream of mud and sand was blown
into the air 100 feet high.
