thorn a sweetening that is promotive
of quiet rest and sleep.

Hub cold tallow from a caudle on
to an ink-spot, allow it to remain
twenty-four hours and wash as usual.
Properly done, this method is sure.

To steam potatoes peel them and
when very clean put them in a colan-
der over boiling water, cover lightly
with a lid aud leave thent until done.

L'se bits of jelly to enrich pudding.
Small quantities of berries serve the
same purpose. A cup of ripe cur-
rants or any sort of berries can be
mashed into a cup of sugar and added
with a beaten egg to make a pie.
Even half a cup of berries or jam adds
a delicious flavor to a quart of ice
cream. Save the left-overs or syrups
from caus of fruit for gelatin, desserts,
sherbets, creams, puddings with stale
bread or cake, or to pour over French
pancakes.

For the Lunch Basket.
Powder and rub to a paste the hard-

boiled yolks of eight eggs; add two
tablcspoonfuls of melted butter, a salt-
spoonful of salt, and a dash of cayenne,
if liked. Mix and spread on slices of
buttered bread.

Boil fresh eggs for twenty minutes,
drop them in cold water, remove the
shells and lay the eggs in a stono jar.
Fill a bag with a few cloves, mace and
nutmeg, and put into a porcelain ket-
tie with sufficient vinegar to cover the
eggs, bring to a boil, skim, and pour
over the eggs. Beady for use in three
days.

For chicken sandwiches, take cold
boiled or roasted chicken, chop fine-
To every cupful of chopped meat add
two tablespoonfuls of melted butter, a
salt-spoonful of salt, and a dash of
white pepper; mix until smooth.
Spread on thin slices of buttered bread
and put two slices together.

Slice into very thin pieces, about a
quarter of a pound of good, fresh
cheese, let 6land on the stove for a
very few minutes, after adding butter
about the size of half an egg, with a
littlesalt and pepper. Sprinkle crack-
er dust, stirring until the desired con-
sistency is reached. Cut in squares
for biscuit.

Remove seeds from dates and re-
place with freshly roasted peanuts,
shelled and skinned, dust with pulver-
ized sugar, and roll in tissue paper.

For nice crullers, take nine table-
spoonfuls of granulated sugar, and
four tablespoonfuls of melted butter;
beat well together, then add three
well beaten eggs, two heaping tea-
spoonsful of baking powder, one tea-
cupful of sweet milk,one level tea-
spoonful of salt, half a small grated
nutmeg. Mix with flour, just stiff
enough to roll nicely on board; cut as
cookies, with hole in center, fry in hot,
sweet lard. Wheu slightly cool, roll
in powdered sugar.

A Nutritious Breakfast Dish.
Take one pint of cleaned, sound

wheat; wash the wheat throught sev-
eral waters and pick out all cockle
and other foreign seed; cover to the
depth of an inch with slightly salted
water and put to cook in a double
boiler. If you have not a double
boiler, put the wheat in a tin pail large
enough to allow for swelling, cover
tightly and set pail in a vessel of boil-
ing water; as the wheat grains swell,
add water to itas needed. Keep boil-
ing uutil thoroughly done. When
done, the grains will be round instead
of oblong, and most of them will haTe
burst open.

Serve cold, with cream and sugar, or
butter and sugar, as one may prefer.
It is a specific for indigestion, consti-
pation and dyspepsia. It is much
more nutritious than oats in any
form, as wheat contains all the ele-
ments necessary to a perfect food.

When thoroughly done, the wheat
should be nearly dry.

Complexion Hints. *

If the woman who would have a
clear complexion will observe the fol-
lowing bints she cannot but be bene-
fitted thereby:

Use lemons freely on the dining
table and in the bath.

Be sure to bathe the face thoroughly
just before retiring. After this bath
use some good skin food.

Take frequent baths.
Eat plenty of apples.
Drink but little tea or coffee.
Take care of the general health.
Observe regular habits in eating and

sleeping.
Never be content to remain in an

unventilated room for any length of
time day or night.

Avoid the use of new and untried
face powders, rouges and soaps.

Walk two or three miles daily.
Don't scowl.

Crab Apple Preserves.
In preserving crab apples, the stems

should be left on them, and the fruit
preserved whole. Make the syrup of
one pound of granulated sugar to one
pqund of fruit; boil the syrup until
thick, then lay in the apples and cook
gently until they look clear; take out
and put into jars, and if the syrup is
not thick enough to "jell,"cook until
it is, then pour over the fruit. The
fruit,, imbedded in the red jelly,is not
only excellent to the taste, but pleas-
ing to the eye.

GOOD BEDDING.

lAs Half Man's Life is Spent in Bed, It is a

Matter of Importance.

There is nothing in house-furnish
ing quite so nice?or so necessary?as

j clean, comfortable, sweet-smelling beds
and these are so easily provided and so
cheaply made that it is a wonder in-
telligent people will put up with such
make-shifts," as one often finds, even
among well-to-do people. A bedstead
should be " firm on its feet," and its

! parts closely fitted, so there willbe uo
cracks, crevices or holes in which a
chance insect may hide. If such hid-
ing places do exist, they should be
filled with putty, such as glaziers use,
at the cost of a few cents. Castors
arc a matter of course nowadays.
Twice a year the bedstead should be
taken apart, thoroughly dusted and
washed, and one or more coats of varn-
ish applied. In this way it will al-
ways be clean, and look new. A varn-
ish brush costs but little, aud with
care will last for years.

To every bedstead, there should be
good bed-spring 9; the best is none too
good, and cheap ones are an abomi-
nation. Get the best mattress your
means will allow. Tbe best always
being tbe pneumatic mattress, but
like all " good things" it comes high.
If you must get a cheap one or none,
it willbe an exercise of economy to
get none, for a mattress made of a
loose weave of cheap ticking, filled
with shavings or poor excelsior, with a
thin layer of lumpy cotton baiting
spread over its top, is one of the most

| unsatisfactory investments you can
make. A better way willbe to buy a
good grade of ticking, or domestic
gingham, and make it up to fit your
bed?six feet nine inches in length,
and four feet ten inches in width, is a
good size, and willallow for shrinkage
when washed. Make two opeuings,
on each side?one near each end,
large enough to insert your hand;
leave the end partly open; send to the
" feed store" and get a bale of the best
straw?that which is freest from chaff,
or, if you like it better, a bale of
prairie hay. Fill the tick with this,
stuffing all the corners well, and push-
ing it well to the sides. When as full
as it will bold, "run up" the end
seam, with a coarse needle and thread,
and lay it on the bed springs, then,
putting your hands into tbe openings
left on the sides, stir the filling evenly
all over tbe bed-tick. For the first
few times of using you may find a few
'"holes" and " bumps," but these can
readily be stirred down, and the straw
equally distributed.

Now, get some medium weight un-
bleached domestic?quite thin willdo,
and a yard wide; tear off three strips
the length desired?six feet four
inches is about right; seam the three
widths together on your machine;
tack one and one-half widths into a
frame, as for quilting, letting the
other part fall over to one side. Get
four rolls of cotton batting, and lay
evenly over the muslin, as if for a
comfort; turn the loose muslin up
over it, tacking also to the frames, and,
with coarse knitting cotton, or cotton
twine, tack this, as for a comfort,
though not so closely. When done,
take out of the frames, and " run up"
the side and ends by hand . This will
be yonr cotton mattress, to lay over
your straw mattress, and you willfind
it comfortable, add easily aired and
kept clean.

When the muslin shows soil, as it
willby usage, rip up the hand-sewed
side seam and ends, cut the tacking,
and carefully lay your cotton out in
the sun, while you launder the muslin,
then put together again as at first, and
your bed will be sweet and clean
again, with very little trouble.

A good way to clean your mattress
especially if children have been sleep-
ing on it, is to lay it out on boards, or
grass, just before a heavy shower, and
let remain out and dry in the hot
sunshine before using.

. ACTUATED by a desire for revenge and
probably while temporarily insane, R.
S. Davis, a druggist, set fire to the
drug-store of Mrs. Sarah White at La
Center, in Clarke county, a few days
ago, then returned to his own store,
set fire to it, and was himself con-
sumed in the flames. As the result of
this rash act five buildings are now in
ashes.

Davis hated
Mrs. White, who kept the opposition
drug store about fifty yards from bis
own. He imagined that she was un-
fair in trade and that her efforts were
directed toward injuring his business.
The dead man was 85 years of age and
had owned and operated a drug store
at intervals since 1873.
