CHRISTMAS DEVICES.

Alter the gifts have been prepared,
the next question is how shall we pre-
sent them so as to add most to the
pleasure of the day. There are those
who are so lost to the Christmas tra-
ditions as to bo willing to have the
Yule tide offerings of their friends,
simply deposited on the library table,
to be examined at leisure, but the
calm, matter-of-fact people are in the
minority, and with most of us the
chief joy of the day is the pleasure of
giving and receiving in company with
our dear ones.

The Christmas tree is always wel-
come, then there is the Santa Claus,
coming in person to distribute the
gifts from his well-filled sack; the
Christmas bell and many other de-
lightful ways?not the least delight-
ful being the old, old-fashioned way

of hanging up the stocking around
the fire-place, or its substitute, the
stove.

Here ie a novel plan: Procure as
many, small, bright, new tin pans as
there areperaons; fill the pans with
sawdust, then place in them the gifts
for each one (the owner's name - being
fasteued to each pan). Tie these gifts
in compact parcels, leaving a long end
of string; these strings are passed
through openings in the crust of
the pie. This is made of white
paper, the edges crimped to fit
closely around the edge of the pan, a
little touch of paste holding them
firmly. Around the pie place a
wreath of fringed and twisted tissue
paper, and fasten this, also, with a
touch of paste.

To the end pf the strings, after they
come from the pie, attach a card on
which ia marked the hour when the
present at the other end of the string
ia to be drawn from the pie. In this
way the pleasure of receiving the gifts
may be prolonged all day if you
choose. Of course, the hours will have
to be governed by the number of pres-
ents, and the eagerness of the recip-
ients. In marking the children's
presents in this way time is given for
a thorough enjoyment and examina-
tion of each before the attention is
distracted by another.

Should there be an invalid in the
family?a child for whom the Christ-
mas festivities would be too exciting?-
he can have much of the Christmas
joybrought to his room on the tray on
which his meals are served and will
enjoy it enough to pay for the extra
work it makes. Take a twig of box, or
if this cannot be procured, a branch of
evergreen can be trimmed into a pear-
shaped tree. Place the end of this in
a large, wooden butter mold, and you
willhave a dear little tree on whjch
small gifts and ornaments of tinsel
an be placed. At the topmost point

fasten a Christmas angel made of pa-
per, or a star made of pasteboard cov-
ered with tin foil.

Toast, cut while hot, with fancy
shaped cookey cutters, and served on a
pretty plate, tastes much better to a
sick child than a whole slice of bread
would, and a bit of holly laid beside it
will give it a holiday finish.

Christmas eggs for desert are made
by washing the inside of egg shells
with cold water and pouring into them
blanc mange. When this hardens the
shells may be broken away and the
eggs served as preferred, either with or
without sauce.

WASH but do not peel quinces. Cut
in quarters and remove the cores-
Put over the fire in a porcelain kettle;
add a very little water; cover closely
and stew until the fruit is tender and
broken. Strain through a jelly rag,
but do not squeeze the pulp. The
juice must be allowed to drip slowly
through. Allow a pound of sugar to
each pint of juice. Return the juice
te the fire and as soon as it boils pour
in the sugar. Boil all hard until the
juice begins to "jelly," skimming off
the scum as soon as it rises to the sur-
face. Test the juice occasionally by
pouring a spoonful upon a chilled
plate. As soon as this small quantity
begins to jellyabout the edge the ket-
tle may be removed from the fire. Put
?t once into jelly glasses.

LITTLE HELPS.

A good cold cream is made as fol-
lows: Beat up one ounce of pure
white vaseline with one ounce of rose-
water ; let stand for a short time. In
another dish, beat well together half
an ounce of 1-est lanolin, and twenty

drops of simple tincture of benzoin;
add to this the vaseline and rosewater

and heat all until it appears soft and
creamy. Rub a little into the skin
every night after washing, to koep the
skin beautifully soft.

A quick rubbing all over the body
with a rough towel, a ilesli brush, or
horsehair gloves, is an excellent
thing to do just before going to bed, as
it quickens the circulation and often
induces quiet sleep, but this should
never be done in a room where the
temperature is so low as to suddenly
chill the body when the ciotliing is
removed.

Mothers should see that their little
ones do not go to bed with cold or
damp feet. Rubbing the feet thor-
oughly with a coarse, rough towel be-
fore lying down is better than apply-
ing heated articles, as the rubbing
brings the heat from within by arous-
ing circulation. A child should not
be allowed to sleop in bed socks, as
these will impede circulation, or pre-
vent exhalation of moisture and the
feet willremain cold.

To brighten the color in a carpet or
rug, sweep with a broom that has
been dipped in salt water and well
shaken before using. The broom
should be only damp, and should be
washed as often as it shows dirt.

Pop-Corn.

The littlefolks have just brought in
a pan full of buttered pop corn, and
wo arc sure the little boys and girls
who read the STANDARD would like to
know how they make It. Have you a
corn-popper? One will cost you five
or ten cents, and, with careful hand-
ling, willlast you several seasons. It
is no trouble at all to pop corn in a
popper, and it pops so much better,
too.

After you have popped a panful
warm a tablespoonful of butter to

every gallon of the popped corn;
pour the butter over the corn and stir
all together; sprinkle a littlesalt over
it and stir again. After a few trials
you willknow just how to do it. Meat
fryings, from nice fresh pork, is pre-
ferred by some, but either is nice.

Pop-corn balls are easily made, too,
and everybody likes fresh pop-corn
balls.

Boil your syrup until it will harden
in cold water, then pour it over the
peppered corn. Butler your hands
and work the corn into balls; you
will soon learn how.

A Brief Summary of News Gathered from All

Parts of the State.
The Wathinglonian has begun the

publication of a daily paper at Ho-
qniam.

The timber holdings of the F. C.
Lacy estate in Lewis county, 3,200
acres, have been sold to a syndicate of
Michigan men for SIIO,OOO.

W. O. Prescott of Cathlamet was
killed Friday by being struck by a log
while he was at work in the chute at
Pelton &, Armstrong's camp.

Ellensbnrg saloonkeepers have paid
a fine of S3O each for keeping their
saloons open on Sunday. They have
agreed to close on Sunday hereafter.

The State Council of the Catholic
Knighta of America has elected John
P. Kent of Walla Walla, President
and delegate to the Grand Couneil
meeting at St. Louis in May.

C. T. Huffman, a partner of Revenue
Collector Crocker in the operation of
a ranch near Pomeroy, is under arrest
on a charge of arson. It is alleged he
set fire to and burned the dwelling of

i Miss Stella Hntchinson, near Truax's
bar.

J. H. Payne, the breeder of brown
Swiss cattle, of Portland, Ogn., baa
removed hia herd to North Yakima
and willeatabliah himself permanent-
ly in the Yakima valley. He now
haa bis herd feeding at the State fair
grounds until he secures a suitable
breeding farm.

Kellett and Bradshaw, convicted of
the murder of Peter Nelson, a Swede
tourist, in a box-car at Pasco, were
sentenced by Judge Rudkin at that
place, Monday. Bradshaw was sen-
tenced to hang February 2d, and
Kellett was sentenced to 20 years' im-
prisonment. Each accepted his sen-
tenced without any demonstration.

A young man about 17 years old
attempted to commit suicide at Sedro-
Woolley, Sunday, by throwing him-
self on the railroad track at the depot,
just as an N. P. train was approaching
He was rescued and taken to the town

jailby the Marshal, as he appeared to
be out of his mind. It later developed

'that bis namo was Carl Hamilton, J
and tliat be received a severe cut on ,

tiie head while working in a logging 1
camp three months ago, and has never j

jLeen quite right since.

Bids lor the improvements con-
templated at Salmon Bay were
opened this week by Major Millis.
The work will probably proceed im-

mediately. The work at Salmon Bay
is in connection with the Lake Wash-
ington canal. The dredging in con-
nection with the harbor improve-
ments at the mouth of tho canal is to

be continued and a good approach
made. The dredging is regarded by
the engineering department of the
government as essential whether work
on the canal proceeds or not.

Private Wm. H. Broomall, an un-
assigned recruit to the regular Army,
was shot dead Saturday morning, dur-
ing an effort to escape. Broomall de-
serted from the Presidio, but sur-
rendered at Spokane and was under
guard at Fort Wright. Saturday
morning he was sent out to work on
the grounds, lie knocked down his
guard and started to run. The guard
ordered him to halt and fired a warn-
ing shot. As Broomall continued to
run, he was shot through the back,

and fell dying. He was buried at

Spokane.

Several children while at play Mon-
day, at Seattle, ran into a shed at 29th
avenue and Main street and wero ter-

rified to find the dead body of a wo-
man. It proved to be the body of
Mrs. Thomas Collins, who has been
missed from her home since Thursday
when she left there to do some
shopping. It is thought that on the
way she became illand wandered into
the shed. She must have been over-
come by sleepiness or sickness and
have suffered so badly from the ex-
posure that she sank rapidly. When
found her body showed that she had
been dead about forty-eight hours.
