Mr. Collina once
dabbled in the newspaper business,
and while he was engaged in it the
work was well done. The Seattle
Telegraph was a eplendid paper while
it existed, and it only suepended after
the United Press service ceased. Mr.
Collins was & man of warm heart and
his great wealth enabled him to be of
much service to his fellow man. He
leaves a widow and five grown child-

In Justice to Benson,

The following article from the Ta-
coma Ledger, so npearly meets the
views of the STANDARD, that we quote
it entire, merely adding the generally
expressed opinion that Benson was in
luck that the veil of futurity shrouded
this result from view at the time of
capture:

“One Benson has just been convicted
of manslaughter at Olympia. He had
been a prisoner there, under sentence
for a serious offense, and was about to
be taken to the penitentiary to serve a
vear. This was an experience that Ben-
son did not relish, and, to avoid under-
going it, he murdered his jailer in cold
blood. He first hit the man on the head
with a piece of gas pipe, and, this not
proving effective, finished him with
shots from a pistol which he had wrest-
ed from his injured victim. It must be
said to the credit of Mr. Benson that
there were more shots in the weapon,
and he might have manifested vindic-
tiveness by putting these into the body
of the dying man; but no. A gas pipe
and three bullets he deemed enough to
show his prover resentment at the at-
tempt of the jailer to restrain him of his
liberty. Jailers are apt to be officious
and disagreeable.

“ Having killed the jailer, Mr. Benson
went his way, and for some time was
at large, a period during which he had
to humiliate himself by stealing a wor-
thy hen go as to allay the pangs of hun-
ger. Then he was captured, and there
was a clamor raised in favor of lynching
him. A lynching is a bad thing for a
community, but a community not ad-
dicted to these breaks might live one
down. There will be a wicked feeling of
regret that Olympia is not now engaged
in the wicked effort to live one down.

‘“ According to accepted tenets, there
has to be a trial. The belief was that it
would be a mere form, for as to the gulit
of Benson there never was the shadow
of doubt, Divested of all foolishness,
the plain fact is that he tried to escape
from jail, and, when the official in
charge sought to stop him, he killed the
official. For this he deserved to be
hanged, and, with all respect for the wis-
dom of the judge and the intelligence of
the jury, he deserves it still; else there
is no such thing as murder.

1f this is a sample of procedure it does
not go far enough. Certain suggestions
come to mind. As the penalty for man-
slaughter is not of necessity more than
a year, and as the worthy Benson is gl-
ready under sentence for this term, Mt
the two terms run concurrently, so he
may not be over much annoyed, and
then let the Governor pardon both of-
fenses. So will it be possible to dispose
of Benson. Prisoners have received a
valuable tip. They have always regard-
ed the practice of keeping them in prison
as an imposition, and now they know it.
This is the first time they have received
the information that it is their right to
get away by the simple and seemly op-
eration of killing the jailer. They are
still generally subjected to the hardship
of being without arms, but this can be
corrected. They should be furnished
with pistols, knives, bludgeons and an
assortment of poisons. If the jailer does
not like the plan, of course he can resign
while his skin is whole. And only a few
months ago we were making a row be-
cause Tracy shot a few guards.

‘““Mr. Benson is to be congratulated.
Perhaps it is well that Morrell was put
out of the way. His fate would have
been something awful to contemplate
had he removed from the scene the gen-
tle and genial soul who, in the approved
course of duty, had to remove him.”

STATE NEWS.
A Brief Summary of News Gathered From
All Parts of the State.

The school teachers of Pierce county
are about to form a union.

The new Baptist Church at Renton
was dedicated last Sunday.

Eastern parties have secured con-
trol of the Spokane gas works.

Judge Bell bas held court at Monte-
sano, this week, Judge Irwin being ill.

The theater license at North Yak-
ima has been raised from $100 to $250
a year.

Mrs. Samantha McGuire, a pioneer
of Walla Walla, died there Tuesday
of rheumatism,

An Ohio firm bas placed an order
for 2,000,000 feet of spruce lumber
with Puget Sound mills.

Smallpox is raging at Dixie. The
town has a population of 300 people
and 45 well-developed cases of the
disease.

The body of John Erickson, drowned
by the capsizing of a boat near Everett,
Tuesday, was recovered the next day,
washed up on the beach.

Nathan B. Gates, a resident of Lewis
county for forty years, died at his
bome near Chehalis, Saturday. Three
daughters and a son survive.

Homer E. Smith, aged 8, of Satsop,
was drowned in the Satsop river, Mon-
day, the result of the collapse of a
bridge on which he was standing.

A farmer named Schultz, lately sold
bis farm in the Cowlitz valley, con-
sisting of 406 acres, to Henry Brunk
of Dorchester, Neb., for the neat sum
of $11,000.

No sooner did the Grand Jury ad-
journ in Seattle, than murder was
commenced. The town is as wide
open now as before the moral wave
swept over it.

The Port Angeles General Hospital
has been opened for the reception of
patients. The institution is a hand-
some new three-story frame structure.
It was erected as a private enterprise.

Chas. Hilliard, a deserter from Fort
Worden, was arrested at Shelton,
Tuesday, and taken to Port Townsend.
His wife, whom he recently married
in Jefferson county, accompanied him
to the post.

Newspaper items are making much
of a new grain called «* corn wheat”
grown near Prosser, Wash. It yielded
40 bushels per acre for L. F. Simpson
of Rattlesnake. The grain is quoted
at $5 per bushel, but this is probably
the price for seed alone. It is de-
scribed as a long grain, and about
three times as large as an ordinary
grain of wheat, resembling a barley
grain to some extent,

Colonel Hathaway, Chief Quarter-

master of the Department of the
Columbia, has let contracts for the
establishment of two coast artillery
forts at Port Blakeley and on the
point directly opposite across a narrow
strait forming the southern entrance
to Port Orchard, from Admiralty Inlet.
The work will be started at once. Cap-
tain Wilson and a company now sta-
tioned at Skagway have been ordered
to Port Blakely and will arrive as soon
as the quarters areerected. The other
assignment is yet to be filled.

Ten thousand barrels of Japanese
oysters have been planted within the
last three days by the Bellingham Bay
Oyster Co. of Whatcom, on their beds
at Samish Flats, below Whatcom. The
Fisheries Department of the U. S.
Government has been recommending
this experiment to the oyster-raisers of
the Pacific Coast for the last four
years. The Japanese oysters are the
same size a8 those of Chesapeake Bay,
and can be bought at Hiroahoma and
brought bhere cheaper than they can
be transported from the East. The U.
S. Fisheries Departmoent states it as
its belief that Japanese oysters, being
native to Pacific Ocean waters, should
propagate here better than than those
from the Atiantic. This is the first
experiment made on the Coast with
them.
