Judge Linn, last Saturday, admit-
ted the will of Horatio Hartley to
probate, and C. J. Lord was approved
as executor under a bond of <>B,ooo.
The question as to whether Mr. Hart-
ley was of sound mind at the time of
making the will has been under con-
test for some time past, Judge Linn
having the matter under advisement.
The admission of the will to probate
settles the question so far as this court
is concerned, that Hartley was of
sound mind when lie made the will.

It seems that the dredger, instead of
being at work now, as had been prom-
ised, willnot begin work in our harbor
before June. This prediction is based
upon the opinion of Engineer Rick-
seeker, of the U. S. Ef%ineer's office,
Seattle, who was up this week to look
over the ground and confer with the
city authorities. A great stumbling
block for the city is the imperative
duty of providing for a free passage
through the waterway of Long bridge,
an improvement that will cost at least
$5,000.

The report of Council proceedings
reads that the matter of suspending
operations of a certain ordinance was
laid over tillnext meeting. And that
leads us to remark that when an ordi-
nance is signed, published and be-
comes a law, by all the formalities!
prescribed by charter, that it is as
much beyond the power of the Coun-
cil as any other body of people, to sus
pend it by a mere motion. This was
lately found to be the case with grant-
ing building permits as a favor in vio-
ation of the fire limit law.

Mr. J. N. Brown, who runs a verit-
able Dickens " Curiosity Shop," on
Sixth street, between MAin and Colum-
bia, had a pet bear, which he spent
many days in teaching cute tricks,
like "turning over" and "standing
up," but despite his civilizing treat
ment, sad to relate, developed the sav-
age trait of a desire for freedom. The
other day, when he tried to escape, his
owner, ended his days with a piece of
gaspipe, and now only the stuffed hide
will serve to decorate the assorted
holdings of Mr. Brown. Bruin willnot,
however, obey his master's command
any more, while he serves to illustrate
an unsuccessful attempt for freedom.

It is estimated thAt the Presidential
reception will cost SOOO, besides what
willbe done by the State authorities
without an appropriation. The Gov-
ernor willattend to the transportation
of the troops and decoration of the
capitol, while the city is expected to
erect the stand fronting the capitol,
decorate the streets and provide car-
riages. The programme so far as yet
determined is to meet the Presidential
party at the depot and escort them to

the capitol. After a short address it
is proposed to drive to Long bridge
and witness a log-dump from the East-
side logway. That, it is thought, will
about take up the seventy minutes ap-
portioned to this city.

One of the best pictures yet made of
Olympia and her surroundings is from
the pencil of Prof. Edward Lange, of
this city, and engraved and printed by
the Franklin Engraving Co., of Chi-
cago. It is printed on a sheet 20 by
26 inches, the middle portion present-
ing a splendid view of the city, with
Mt. Rainier in the distance. At the
top and bottom are views of the har-
bor, the business streets, notable build-
ings, snd representing several leading
business industries, besides a glimpse of
Tumwater. In the center of the fore-
ground is the new State Capitol. This
picture would make a splendid aid to
" immigration literature" for sending
to enquirers regardingour State and its
seat of government.

A FUNNY ELOPEMENT.

Mr. Mackay and Mrs. Gimblet Perform a De-
lightful Little Comedy.

Quite a surprise was created last
Friday by announcement of the mar-
riage of Mr. Gordon Mackay and Mrs.
Ada Gimblet, which had taken place
about a week before in Portland. Why
an attempt should have been seriously
made to keep the matter a secret is
one of those incomprehensible things
that people on entering the floral por-
tals of wedlock sometimes do. They
willprobably live as happily as if they
hadn't eloped, with nobody to elope
from. Mr. Mackay is a rising young
lawyer, who has already shown posses-
sion of ability that will make him a
worthy partner of the leading attorney
of this part of the State. Mrs. Gim-
blet all know as hostess of the Carlton
House so many years, pleasant and
suave in disposition and very charita-
ble in nature. Let us hope that their
journey through life may be over paths
of pleasantnees and their household a
haven of contentment and peace.

Arrival of Immigration.

An incident that revives oil-time
momories is reported by tbe Tacoma
Ledger, in the arrival of 105 " prairie
schooners" from off " The Plains,"
with 100 families, who made the trip
from Carthag'*. Mo., to Tacoma in a

littleover three months. Mr. T. A.
Sessions, one of the party, informs that
paper that the total expense for him-
self and family could he easily covered
with a- tifty-dollar bill. There are
thousands of poor tenant farmers in
the East and South complaining that
they are debarred by railroad rates

from reaching the land of their desire
on this coast. The price of a single
ticket will bring out the entire family
as he and others have proven. They
have been busy since their arrival
sending back letters telling of the
light cost of tbe trip and the ease with
which it was made. They took the
Southern route over the plains, through
Kansas and Nevada, then up through
Oregon. They found that settlements
are nowhere a day's drive apart, with
water and supplies to hand and no ex-
orbitant rates charged. They took
their own time and never distressed
the single pair of horses they brought,
and consumed a little over three
months from Carthago to Tacoma.
Some of the families stayed in Oregon,
others in this State and about twenty
of the company have located within a
score of miles of Tacoma.

Crop Report.

Following is the weather summary
for the week ending on the 4th mat.,
issued by tho observation bureau at

Seattle:
There was abundant sunshine dur-

ing the week, but in the eastern dis-
trict ami in low places of the western
district, frosts were of almost nightly
occurrence. Growth was, therefore,
not so rapid as might have been ex-
pected from the amount of sunshine.
Showers occurred about the middle of
the week, but they were too light to be
of much benefit in the dry districts.

Fruit trees hang unusually full of
bloom, and the prospect for a large
crop is excellent. Apples arc coming
into bloom. Winter wheat, and the
spring wheat, oats and barley that
have come up, are looking fairly well,
but have made slow growth. Germi-
nation has also been retarded by dry
weather and cool nights. Spring wheat
sowing is finished, but that of oats is
nearly done. The weather was favor-
able for potato planting and gardening.
Early potatoes are up and growing.
Hops are being trained. Pastures
have improved, and alfalfa has quite a
growth.

BAD MANAGEMENT AT THE Sr. Loi is
I'AIK.?Half adozen Executives of the
States rej.resented at tiie inauguration
of the World's Fair were in high dud-
geon over their treatment, or rather
neglect of the deference due to their
official positions, at the graud open-
ing last week. Gov. Durbin, of Indi-
ana, and statl, left on the -d instant,
without paying their hotel bills, the
landlord wanting to charge them for
live days'service when they had had
but three. Gov. Udell of New York,
Gov. Peabody of Colorado, Gov. Mick-
ey of Nebraska, Gov. Nash of Ohio,
and Gov. Yates of Illinois,all had com-
plaints to make. It is all, no doubt,
attributable to inexperience in enter-
tainment on so large a scale; and from
that point of view, it fortunately oc-
curred a full year before the crowd will
visit St. Louis, and it will serve to em-
phasize the necessity for systematizing
the arduous work.

ANOTHER cold-blooded murder has
been perpetrated at Lexington in Ken-
tucky, on account of political animos-
ities. James B. Macruni was shot, last
Monday, by some unknown assassin,
from the same court-house, just as

Gov. Goehel was killed several years
ago, and where City Marshal Cockrell
was shot down in July. He had just
stepped from tbe court-house where he
had filed papers in a contested election
case, and was talking to a friend, when
two shots rang out and lie fell to the
pavement dead. Howard, the mur-
derer of Goehel is still a refugee in a
neighboring State, having had two
findings of murder recorded against
him, the last involving a sentence of
imprisonment for life.

A MAN in working clothes was, the
other day, stopped in his approach to
President Roosevelt, with a small ob-
ject in his hand, which turned out to

be a golden top ho wanted to present
to the Chief Executive. But he was
doubtless taken for an anarchist and
the beautiful and costly toy an infer-
nal machine. The poor man piteously
asked, " 1 wonder if he would accept
it?" but the marble heart of officious
servitors interposed an impenetrable
barrier between tho humble generous
giver and the exalted ruler of a boasted
free people.

THKRE is one reporter who willnot

be Mulled by even the President. He
writes " exclusively" for the Kansas
City Jaurnal, and is out in a state-
ment which declares that Mr. Roose-
velt not only said his parly were neg-
lected but that they had not got
enough to eat while at St. Louis, and
the President told him he might pub-
lish the statement.

Tun penalty of being Pretident, un-
less he stays at home, is that he must
of necessity be run up against many
peculiar, if not unpleasant, but well-
meant, propositions in his journey. If
he gets angry, as he did at St. Louis,
and expresses his true feelings.it takes
alt bis strenuosity and stretches the'
veracity of his whole body-guard to set

the matter right.

IT seems that the international cup
really stands a chance of crossing the

ocean in the next yacht contest.

While Shamrock 111 has indicated
greater speed tiian her predecessor, the
new American boat Reliance was beat-
en Tuesday, a quarter of a mile in a
half hour's sail, off Glencove, R. 1., by
the Columbia, the prize-winner of last

year.

THE Mayor of Tacoma has selected
Miss Julia Naomi Harris, of that city,
to christen the cruiser Tacoma, which
will be launched from the Union Iron
Works yards, San Francisco, the latter
part of this month. She is a grand-
daughter of Gen. M. M. McCarver, the
founder of the " City of Destiny."
