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STONE HOUSE.

It Will Be a Feature of State Exhibit at St,

Louis Exposition.

Building material found in tbe State
of Washington will be tbe basis for a
unique display at the Universal Expo-
sition at St. Louis in l'JOl. Washing-
ton has an allotment of 2,800 square
feet iu tbe Palace of Mines aud Metal-
lurgy, and in tbe center of this space
tbe building material exhibits will be
made.

A small but ornate structure willbo

built iu this space, and the other min-
ernl exhibits will be displayed around
it. The building will be constructed
of brick and stone. It will be 1G feet
square and IIfeet high. Just as many
varieties of brick, stone aud marble
from as many sections of the State as
can be secured will be included. The
blocks of stone will be dressed in differ-
ent ways to display the material to
best advantage. Some faces will be
polished, while others will be tooled,
and others willbe left natural. Differ-
ent varieties of molded brick and dif-
ferent colors and styles of terra cotta
willbe placed about the top wall.

In spaces which may be designated
as blind windows, tbe marbles of tbo
State willbe shown. Inside tbe build-
ing will be the office of the official in
charge of tbe building, and pamphlets
descriptive of the building will be is-
sued. Besides the stones to be shown
in the building, every quarry in the
State will furnish eight-inch cubes,
uniform and similar in tbo method of
dressing.

Julian E. Itter, the famous land-
scape artist, is painting a series of
largo landscapes, which willbe used in
decorating the walU of tbo Washing-
ton State building. Artists say that
the Washington scenery exceeds in
diversity and rugged beauty that to be
found in any other country in tbe
world.

The Washington State building will
be one of the most unique and attrac-
tive on the plateau of States. It will
be four stories high, and-built entirely
of timbers from Washington. Eight
great timbers, 24 inches square and
100 feet long, rear their lengths into
the air in an unbroken piece, meeting
in the center, and forming the sup-
ports after the fashion of great Indian
wigwams. The stories are each small-
er than the one below it, and the roof
for the final story takes on a pagoda
form, giving the structure a Japanese
appearance.

The great Northwestern State will
make a splendid exhibit of her agri-
cultural and horticultural products.
