WAR NOTES.

Russia has anoounced her inteation
of fitting out a couple of privateers to
prey upon Japan’s commerce.

A great battle is reported at Kin
Lien Cheng in which 7,000 Russians

The Japs have entered the mouth of
the Yalu river and driven the Russians
from an island, killing 800 men and
20 officers, capturing many guns. The
battle raged for three days and the
Japanese are now in possession of An-
tung and Wiju, two important strategic
points.

The great battle on the banks of
the Yalu was fought Sunday, and
resulted in a rout of the Russian army.
They lost 800 and the Japs 700 men.
It was mainly an artillery battle, the
Japs capturing 28 quick-fire guns and
much ammunition and emptying s
line of entrenchments four miles long.
The Russians abandoned and burned
the town of Antung, at the mouth
of the Yalu, leaving the Japaneee in
control of the estuary. The Russian
army was 30,000 strong, in command

opinion-between the civil and military
branches of the government at Wash-
ington, respecting the Russian decree
against the use of wireless telegraphy
by newspaper correspondents. The
disposition of the service branches is
distinctly manifested in favor of gov-
ernment control, which makes toward
the support of the Russian position.
It is even argued that no civilian
should be allowed to erect a wireless
mast without execulive permission
because its use might interfere with
that of some military mast. While
the State Department opinion is not
crystalized it i8 known that the
department is dieposed to move very
slowly and cautiously in laying any
sweeping prohibitions upon private
enterprise, either newepaper or com-
mercial.
