GRAVES SUIT FOR DAMAGES.

A Non-Sult Granted on the Ground of Con-
tributory Negligence.

One of the most important cases of
the present term of the Superior Court
came to an abrupt termination yester-
day morning, by the Judge sustaining
a motion for non-suit. It was on the
action brought against the Westside
Mill Co., for nearly $50,000 damages,
by Orrin E. Graves, for loss of both
lower limbs, several months ago, while
engaged in repairs to some part of the
building.

The action was defended by the Trav-
elers’ Insurance Co., of Hartford, Conn.,
through its representative and general
agent, A. Sidney Hansard, of Seattle,
who, it will be remembered by many of
the old residenters as having spent his
boyhood days in Olympia; the West
Side Mill Company having a liability in-
surance with this Company. The insur-
ance company’s local attorney, G. C.
Israel, represented the defense in the
action. At the close of plaintiff’s testi-
mony, Mr. Israel moved for a judgment
of non-suit and that the case be with-
drawn from the jury, because of the fact
that the proof showed that the accident
was due to the contributary negligence
of the plaintiff. This mbtion was made
at 1 o'clock on Wednesday, and the argu-
ment thereof consumed the remainder of
the day and evening session from 7 :30 to
10 o'clock. Graves' counsel, Messrs.
Walker., of the firm Walker & Munn, and
Wooten & Welch, of the James Hamil-
ton Lewis firm, opposed the motion. The
argument was exhaustive in the ex-
treme, Mr. Israel using such a number of
authorities that the next morning an ex-
press wagon had to be called into requis-
ition to remove them from the court-
house. ;

One of the peculiarly interesting fea-
tures of the case was that it is the first
case that has been tried under the so-
called factory act of 1903, whereby the
Legislature required the safeguarding of
machinery, belts, gearing, etc. It was
contended by plaintiff’s attorneys that
this act moditied the common law doc-
trine of contributary negligence as the

roximate cause of injury, while Mr.
srael’s position was that while the act
abrogated assnmption of risk as a de-
fense, that it did not modify the doctrine
of contributary negligence. This posi.
tion was finally sustained by the court,
the non-suit entered and the jury dis
missed.

A Brief Summary of News Gathered From |
All Parts of the State. |

Bertha Campbell, widow of Robert
Campbell of Ballard, who was drowned
in the Clallam wreck, sued for $50,-
000 damages in the Federal Court,
Tuesday.

Charles Burch
of Spokane, who has just returned
from that camp, states that chunks of
the rock are held together by wires of
silver.

Mrs. L. P. Dudley met with a pain-
ful accident at Aberdeen the other
day. She had just finished washing
her hair and sat down near the stove
to dry it. Sundenly the -celluloid
comb caught fire and exploded from
the heat, burning away to the scalp a
large portion of the hair on the back
of her head.
