CROP BULLETIN.

Following is the crop report fur-
nithed the STANDARD by the U. 8. De-
partment of Agriculture, Seattle sta-
tion, for the week ending May 12th:

Another splendid growing week has
just ended, perhaps better than any
that has preceded it. Copivus showers
in the fore part of the week were
followed by several days of warm sun-
shine which has caused all vegetation
to make rapid progrese. More rain
has already fallen since the first of
June than usually falle during the
entire month.

Pastures and meadows are in the
best possible condition. Clover is
pearly ready to cut, and a small
amount of cutting has been done.
QOats are growing tinely, but in some
localitie 8 of the White River valley
they are said to be weedy. Hops are
making fair growth, but have not
armed out yet. Barley ie belng cut in
the Klickitat country, and is a good
crop. Potatoes are very thrifty, and
all vegetables are making satislactory
progress. The week has been more
favorable for etrawberries than the
preceding one. Cherries are beginning
to ripen ; the crop will not be large.

In the wheat districts the conditions
have been ideal,and both winter and
spring wheat have made wonderful
progress. Winter wheat is headed out
ready to bloom, and spring sown wheat
is in some instances nearly as far ad-
vanced. It is generally “ in the boot,”
but some is beginning to head out.
The prospect for an exceptionally
heavy crop was never better at this
stage of the season.
