MORE LAWFUL EVASIONS FOR THE
WEALTHY.—To avoid the neceesity of
geing into the Probate Court, and
incidentally to get rid of the payment
of the.inheritance tax, a number of
the more wealtby familiesof this State
have organized themselves into corpor-
ations. If one member of the com-
pany shall die, the remainder will go
right ahead as if nothing had bap-
pened. It is said that some of the
lawyers who were the most active in
promoting this inheritance tax law
were the first to discover this method
of evasion. At the next session of the
Legislature, it will be up to the Tax
Commission to suggest an amend-
ment to meet the emergency. The
question will not be an easy one for
solution. Corporations never die;
therefore how can it be consistently
maintained, that these bodies own
property upon which this law can
operate; or how can individuals in
their life-time be prevented from trans-
ferring their propert;, or that part
upon which such law may operate to
whomsoever they please, whether it be
a corporation or a natural person?
Such practices convince many good
people that laws are only good for the
punishment of poor persons and make
them pay taxes.

No More MuNiciPAL OWNERSHIP
FOR SEATTLE. — The public utility
system had a eplendid chance to vindi-
cate the good mame claimed for it,
from a theoretical standpoint, in the
trial made of electric lighting in Se-
attle for several months past. It is
found that the city has been losing
money in the attempt to maintain &
light and power plant. It came in
time to enable people to act intelli-
gently with their votes on the propo-
gition to assume municipal ownership
of the car-lines, and a majority of
1,200 was recorded against it by the
vote of Wednesdsy. An ordinance has
been prepared to submit light and
power supply to compelitive bids.

THE StaANDARD OIL EMBROGLIO.—
The indictments against the Standard
0il Co., by the Federal grand juries in
the U. 8. Circuit Court at Chicago,
ten in number, contain 6,482 counts,
on which it may have to pay from
$6,428,000 in fines assessed in case of
conviction, to $128,5660,000, the maxi-
mum, that may accrue. Each count
is based upon an alleged offense in
tank-car shipment of petroleum from
the refineries at Whiting, Ind. The
incorporation alone is charged, no in-
dividuals being named.

BoycoTTING A CRIMINAL CONSPIR-
Acy.—Judge Chester A. Fowler has
decided in the suit brought at Racine,
Wis,, by a baker against the Trades
Labor Council, that the boycott set
up by the Union is an unlawful con-
spiracy, and allows $2,500 damages for
loss of profits from the time of its be-
ginning, and $3,500 for the amount
of injury to selling value of business
and property.

How Federal Courts Are Used by Monopolies.

YeLM, Wash., Sept. 8, 1906.
Ep. STANDARD:

After careful consideration and in-
vestigation I have come to the conclu-
sion that most of the cussedness uader
which we labor is directly traceable to
our Federal Judiciary. At an early
dsy, the clairvoyant eye of Jetferson
forecasted the aggressions of the Fed-
eral Courts. He called them the
“miners and sappers” of the Consti-
tution, and predicted that they would
undermine the repuhlic, if not held in
restraint. Congress has repeatedly
broken through the constitutional
bonds. It has fostered monopoly; it
has curtailed personal liberty. It
helped to seize the Philippine 1slands.
It made Porto Rico acrown depen-
deney, and patterned its subjections
after the laws that ruled the American
colonies prior to '76. These are but
sporadic assaults upon the principles
of liberty, while the Federal Courts,
for more than a& hundred years, have
incessantly  and esilently deposited
about the foundation of liberty the
bloody soil of monarchy. Ever since
the Philippine conquest, the very bold-
vess of which stupified constitutional
thinkers, the patrons of the Federal
Courts have openly avowed their pur-
pose and have boasted of the steady
progress of their work through the
past hundred years. The literature of
the day is full of chuckles over the
perfect centralization which has been
effected in the republic. Every man
knows what liberty is, and he wants it.
Freedom to do, to achieve, to enjoy life
are ideas of obvious value to all men.
The intent of the framers of the
Constitution was to circumscribe the
agents of Government with strong
limitations, so that the people could
bave and retain their llberty. They
worked to ‘“ establish justice,” *pro-
mote the general welfare,” secure the
blessings of liberty, affect equally be-
fore the law and prevent monopoly.
The Constitution is a document of in-
dividualism. The authors knew that
the tendency of government is toward
tyranny; they dimly understood that
the tendency was inspired by the
economic principle; they recognized
the historic battle between the rich
and poor, they had the lessons of an-
cient Rome before them; of France
under the old regime; of the German
States and England under the Stuarts.
The active prineiple of monarchy is
greed, and great centralized wealth
leads toward imperalism. Monopoly
must establish itself through law, or
protect itsell by law after it is estab
lished, and it is hedged in by law to
day established by the Federal Courts,
in violation of the Constitution. Mo-
nopoly and justice cannot co-exist
Special privilege cannot be promoted
contemporaneously with the general
welfare. The blessings of liberty
and monopoly are repugnant princi-
ples. Monopoly eannot thrive where
the people retain control of public af-
fairs. Hence bad the Coostitution
been observed, the problems of to-day
would not confront us. From the be-
ginniog of the Government, a party
has existed which has grown more and
more self-conscious in its pursuit of
wealth, for power, and which, accord-
ing to an ancient system employed
the government for its ends. Its plans
could not thrive under the Conetitn-
tion, therefore the Constitution had to
be overthrown. It could not get pow-
er without curbing popular sovereign-
ty, hence the people were frowned
upon as the mob, the States were put
aside as interfering with the develop-
iog of the nation.

This party found an appointive judi-
ciary sufficient for its ends. This
party, this system, used legislatures
and governors to get privileges, used
State courts to mold a reversible juris-
prudence, used Congresses and Presi-
dents to advance its interest; but
nothing has served its purposes like
Federal Courts. With all our ideas of
liberty and constitutions, we have
been cursed from the beginning by
judge-made law. As the Federal
Judges are appointed by the President,
with the advice and consent of the
Senate, the people have never had any
will in their selection. Indeed the
people do not choose the Senators,
they do not directly chnose the Presi-
dent. The result is that those who
want something from the Government
are those who bring about the appoint-
ment of Federal Judges. Men invested
with the supreme power of making
the law, making and unmaking the
Federal and State Counstitutions, can.-
not be allowed to pass out of the con-
trol of those who want to rule the
economy of the country. So it was
that plutocracy seized the Federal
Courts at the beginning of the Govern-
ment aud through them has estab.-
lished its power. Through these
courts, plutocracy has ipvested itsell
with the national sovereignty; it has
made a system of government no whit
different from any counstitutional mon-

Million Dollar Deserted Viliage.

It does not require the geniue of &
Goldsmith to picture to the imagina-
tion & “ Deserted Village,” if one but
visits the north shore of Lake Supe-
rior, in Michigan, where he will ﬁ‘nd,
in reality, a miniature city, costing
over a million dollars, that is now
tenanted only by the owl and bat, and
vicited occasionslly by wild animals
passing through its streets, now over-
grown with shrubs, following the cattle-
paths to water. It is the village of
Manainse, hidden behind the precipi-
tous rocky bluffs of the samz name, on
the shore-line. It standsin the midst
of a thick wood, and except for an oc-
casional hunter, is never visited by a
buman being. There are upwards of
fifty fine dwellinge, a number of stores,
a sbhalt house, a stamping-mill and
reduction works of the copper mine,
which was the cause of fits establish-
ment by an English company known
as the Quebec-Lake Superior Copper

mine was closed from failure of the
supposed deposit of ore, which, from
the outcroppings, was rich enough to
justify almost any expenditure. It
was then closed, and the streets were
abandoned to underbrush and weeds.
For a time a watchman was in charge,
and much property was left in the
buildings when he was withdrawn,
which soon became the object of sys-
tematic epoilation and plunder and
taken away by the boat-load. The
buildings were denuded of their doors
and wiodows, but aside from that,
stand in a remarkable state of preser-
vation. They are built of fine white-
pine lumber, and although never
painted, look slmost like new build-
ings. The plastering likewise remains
in an exceedingly good condition, clean
and uncracked from frosts or rain.
The main street of the town is a
mile in length. Long and beautiful
drives were constructed in the virgin
forest, and a steamship line was estab-
lished between it and Sault Ste. Marie.
But copper was lacking and the eater-
prise failed. The little city was slowly
depopulated, its residents fighting long
after it was virtually dead for resusci-
tation and revival of its once bigh
hopes for a place among the thriving

and permanent commonwealths.
