plete theory.  1t'1s quite ¢lear that the
second boat did not sink, as was re-
ported by the captain of the John 8.
She was damaged and had her mast
broken by the collision. In the dark-
ness and confusion she would be read-
ily carried past the bark, which was
probably traveling four knots an hour.
The two sailors in springing from her
gunwale into the bobstays would cer-
tatnly cant her considerable, and at
the same instant my poor wife either
threw her child into the boat with a
last frenzied effort or some one caught
the baby from her as she sank.
