Yesterday was what savants call
the "Vernal Equinox," when the
Sun is supposed to enter the con-
stellation of Aries, or the Ram, the
first of the twelve signs of the zodiac,
when the length of the days and
nights are of equal length. The
present storm is what is known as
the equinoctial storm, and generally
lasts a fortnight.

Miss Page and her
co-laborer willbe absent in King and
Kitsap counties for a time, but will
return in time to finish up the train-
ing for the Silver contest.

The Supreme Court has upheld the
validity of the issue of $600,000 of
Seattle municipal light bonds, and
they willnow doubtless be sold to the
permanent school fund, which was
enjoined from purchasing on the
ground that the question of their is-
suance was submitted at an adjourned
meeting of the City Council, in direct
violation of the city charter, which
declares that no ordinance shall be
passed at the same meeting it was
introduced. The Supreme Court
holds that if this strict parliamen-
tary requirement was applied to
the City Council of Seattle, it held
but one "regular meeting" every
two years, and if that was done it
would involve in doubtful validity
every ordinance of the city.

John Meggs, a native of New
Brunswick, Me., died at the home of
his daughter, Mrs. Annie Urquhart,
of the Bayview House in this city,
last Friday, from a paralytic stroke,
aged 73 years.

He had been a
life-long member of that denomina-
tion and led an exemplary life.

Thorn as J. Valentine, a logger and
a Marxian student, who once resid-
ed in Olympia, paid the city a visit a
few days ago.

While here he re-
marked when he sought employment
at a logging camp in the vicinity #f
Seattle, he found men of his vocation
were needed, but the boss told him a
local employment agency in the city
provided the camp with laborers, so
he had to travel back, pay the agency
a dollar and railroad fare to get a
job. That is the manner in which
such agencies and railroad companies
get rake-offs from the laboring class.
Then again, some employers deduct
$1 per month from each employe as
hospital dues in localities where
there are no hospitals. If sickness
should affect an employe he must
care for himself at his own expense,
or let the county take care of him.
