Have Street Assessments Lapsed.
The cuscs pending in our Sujicrior

Court in liehalf of the city of Olym-
pia against Mrs. J. D. Knox, Mary
K. Church and others, to enforce
certain ancient grade street assess-
ments, are eliciting more than usual
interest, since we have such a high
levy for the coming year, if the
property owners are permitted to
urge successfully the defense of
laches against the city regarding
the making of re-assessments on
which the present foreclosure pro-
ceedings are founded, then the eon-
test will come between the holders
of warrants against the special
street funds to make the city gen-
erally liable. It seems that more
than ten years elapsed between the
making of the original assessments
and the re-assessments, that there-
fore the city was guilty of laches,
which means negligence in plain
language. It hud lieen supposed
that there was no statute of limita-
tions or the analogy in equity of this
doctrine of laches between the time
of the original invalid assessment
and re-assessment which would estop
the city from proceeding. The case
of Howman t». Colfax 17 Wash. 347,
is relied upon to sanction this pica
of laches. The opinion states:

Rockefeller gets considerable
credit for coming to the relief of Wall
street* last week, but lit; it known
that the chief credit belongs fo Finan-
cier J. l'ierpont Morgan. He put
up the first " ante." ana old Hockey

Then
Secretary C'ortelyou took a hand with
Unelo Sam an unwilling spectator,
who was made to hold tin* pot, at
times, as a guaranty of fairness in
the game. The fact is, that neither
Morgan nor Rockefeller deserve much
credit for their aid. it is well known,
for the stock-gambling is their chief
trade and to destroy the " banks"
would be to go out of business. It
will be remembered that Cortelyou
assumed the oflieeof Secretary of the
Treasury with the explicit statement
that he intended to divorce the U. S.
Treasury from Wall street, and that
there would lie no more "accommo-
dation" extended the market when it
was in distress.
