TELEPHONE TROUBLES.

Companies and "Hello Girls" Are Not
the Only Ones Responsible For "Lin*
Busy."
In connection with complaints made

against the Wisconsin Teleplioue com-
pany at Milwaukee some interesting
data have been collated by W. V. Bur-
gess based ou elaborate testa. His
opinion is that the troubles arose
chlelly from party lines and the ab-
sence of correct methods ou the part
of the users. lie suggested as a rem-
edy that a time limit be placed upon
the conversations over such phones.
While he was assisting in an investi-
gation of thu Chicago company last
year he said that a case was brought
before the hearing where a teacher of
language gave half hour lessons over
the phone to her pupils. The tele-
phone wns of the four party line vari-
ety.

"One of the chief troubles in the
Milwaukee telephone situation is that
office men hire out desk room in theii
offices, with use of the telephone.
This is common In Milwaukee, and the
result is that there are three or four
business men in one office who use the
same telephone. The outgoing calls in
such a case are numerous, and a per
\u25a0on trying to get connections on such
a line will find It always busy. People
who do not understand the situation
blame the operator and claim that she
willfully gives them the busy signal.
They then begin to complain and say
that the operator is overworked and
that she has too many telephones to
core for. The truth of the matter is
that the operator has an easier time
of it when she can get the party than
she does when giving the busy signal.
First she is required to test the line,

and when she is informed by a click
that the line is in use she has to plug
In another Jack, thus doubling the
usual operations. Is it reasonable to
expect that an operator will do more
than is absolutely necessary? Thi
telephone which Is so much used should
have a double track system?that is, u
line for Incoming calls and another fot
outgoing calls."?Electrical World.

BETTING ON CITY LIGHTS.
Grand Haven People Never Knew

What to Expect From the City
Lighting Plant.
The citizens and taxpayers of Grand

Haven have for a number of years
been dissatisfied with their street and
commercial lighting system as con-
ducted by the municipality. The sys-
tem has been misconducted and mis-
directed and has been "politicked" to
death. In fact, there 19 very little left
of the many thousuuds that the tax-
paylng public of Grand Haven has
poured into the municipal plant

For two years now our street lights
have been comparable to redhot Irons
\u25a0tuck up in the air. With the excep-
tion of the downtown circuit, which
has been fairly well maintained, the
Incandescent lighting system has, too,
been very bad. In Bome parts of the
town It lias come to such a pass that
people have gambled on whether or
not they would have lights at a certain
hour or a certain night

At the plant things have been going
to smash right along. First one ma-
chine would burn out or be wrecked
and then another. The taxpaylng pub-
lic has been contributing regularly to
repairs and rebuilds, and It has been
like dumping refuse Into a quicksand
pit. Hundreds of the taxpayers' good
dollars have gone Into unnecessary
damage coots In our misdirected and
misguided electric light plant, and to-
day all we have Is practically nothing
more than an expensive junk heap.?
Grand Haven (Mich.) Tribune.

Lest $60,000 In Fourteen Years.
The municipal electric light plant in

Vancouver, Wash., was installed about
October, 1888. The total cost up to
the date of sale was approximately
$70,000, although an inventory of the
plant never showed a value In excess
of $40,000. The difference was prob-
ably due to charging expenses to plant
account or there may have been cer-
tain amounts of money charged to the
plant for which the plant showed no
Investment The plant was disposed
of at public sale June, 1902, the sale
price being SII,OOO. The reason for
the sale was that the plant was losing
money, and the terms of the franchise
granted with the sale limited the price
of current to figures below those under
which the municipal plant could de-
liver current profitably.

A Sane Statement.
Frank J. Heney, the well known

proaectitor of San Francisco grafters
and public land frauds, said recently:

"In my opinion every public utilities
corporation should be a monopoly. I
would start that way. Then I would
plainly set forth In the charter or fran-
chise of each public utilities corpora*
tlon all of its rights and privileges. Its
limitations and Its duties. That would
take It out of politics. If you do not
give your gas company a monopoly
and let a rival dig up the streets and
lay pipes, you Invite them both to bid
for privileges, and at the same time
you Invite the municipal government
to threaten with a loss of privileges.
No corporation wants to be in politics
for the sake ot playing politics."

A Point of Honor.
A municipal employee in Philadel-

phia was recently discharged for re-
quiring political appointees under him
actually to work. Just prior to his
discharge he had paid |8 to the Re-
publican state committee (1 per cent of
his salary) and $4 to the ward commit-
tee as political assessments. On pres-
entation of his notice of discharge,
however, these assessments were re-
funded. There is a nice point of hon-
or Involved here.?Good Government.
