normal. Ihe lirst half of the week
was very warm. several of the days
being excessively hot. sultry and op-

pressive in the western counties, ex-
cept along the Coast. The 17th.
ISili and IJMh were sunny and hot,
but during the last three days of the
week there was considerable cloudi-
ni"". smoke and fog in the western
counties, which appreciably cooled
tlie atmosphere.

Maximum temperatures during the
week ranged from 7S to 102 degrees
in the western counties, and from I'3
tu pin digives in the eastern coun-
ties. The highest tem|>eratiuv re-
ported was 10;! degrees at Lester, on
the lsth. The Htii was theculmina
tion of the hot spell, and was gener-
ally the hottest day of the season
in the western counties. Minimum
temperatures ranged from 4S to

degrees in the western counties,
and from 4S to »>H degrees in the
eastern counties. The lowest temper-
ature re]H)rted was 4S degrees at Isel-
linghaiu and Colfax on the 17th.

The first half of the week was sun-
shiny and without rainfall, but the
latter half was partly cloudy, and
showers occurred in widely separat-
ed localities on the 20th and 2-d.
The rainfall was light in most of the
places where it occurred, and was
generally accompanied by elec-
trical manifestations. In the San
Juan Islands and Fidalgo Island, in
the northwest part of the State,
heavy thunderstorms, with copious
rainfall, occurred on the 20th.

For the most part a marked drought
is very general over the State.
