C. F. Eastman, who had been a
resident of Tumwater for over forty
years, the pioneer blacksmith of that
berg, fell dead in his shop at 5:10
o'clock Tuesday afternoon. The sum-
mons was very sudden, as five min-
utes before Will Marshall on enter-
ing the shop found him dead John
Hopp, a rural mail-carrier had left
the shop a few moments before leav-
ing Mr. Eastman in apparently good
health. Dr. Bridgford, who was
called, pronounced his death due to
heart failure. He was a native of
Nashua, Near Hampshire, and 57
years of age. He is survived by a
widow and two children.

In the receivership proceedings of
John H. Saunders, Monday after-
noon, before the Superior Court,
Gustave Rosenthal appeared in his
own right, in order to establish a
claim embraced in an old judg-
ment rendered September 4th, 1891,
against Saunders, on which there
had been no revival. Judge Mitchell
advised Mr. Rosenthal that the
Legislature provided with reference
to such judgments, in order to be
enforced they must be revived every
six years of their continuance, other-
wise they became dorment. Even if
the claim was a valid one, there ap-
peared to be no assets or property in
the hands of the receiver, to meet
any of the other claims that had been
allowed by receiver. On the showing
from the records,there were not suffici-
ent assets to meet the expenses and
ccsts incident to the receivership.

with the hallowed objects of the
time and place. Then, again, the
discourses of the pastor, Rev. R. M.
Hayes, are always logical and in-
structive, and grow in interest as
the hearers become acquainted with
the individuality of the man, and
those who attend can safely say that
their time has not been misspent by
presence in this place of worship.

At a special meeting of the Judi-
ciary committee of the City Council,
Monday evening, the proceedings
were somewhat enlivened by eon-1
sideration of the protests against the
confirmance of the assessment roll in I
improvement district No. 78, relat-1
ing to Seventeenth. Sylvester and
Bay streets. The original estimate
for the work was $2,300, and the cost,
was $2,950, exceeding the estimate j
by $650. Three hundred dollars of |
the amount was for Engineer's ser-
vices, represented improvements near
the Blankenship property, not em-,

braced in the original estimate.
Some of the listeners in the lobby
learned a new wrinkle- that, the
charges of the Engineer's otlice are
added to the estimates. If all extra
charges are carried out on th>; same
basis, in the improvements now be-
ing made on Sixth, Boundary and
other intersecting streets, the ex-
penses above the contract price are
liable to be between three and four
thousand dollars. Many of the prop-
erty owners in the city are decidedly
of the opinion tiiat such expenses,
when necessary, ought to be charged
against the city's general fund.
From the scowls in evidence at these
gatherings, it is evident many of the
by-standers feel they have been un-
justly served. The results which
will ensue from this improvement
rush are liable to work numerous
hardships and cause sad reflections.
