it behooves those who have it within
their power to grant an extension of
time so that the value of the idea can
be determined once and for all.

oralty situation. The money market
nas been in such a condition ever since
the bonds for Olympta's proposed mu-
nicipal water plant were authorized
that it has been almost impossible to

sell the most gilt edge security; conse-
quently this proposed issue has not
had the favorable reception in the fi-
nancial world that easier market con-
ditions might grant it and the question
whether it can be disposed of has not
been determined under usual, normal

conditions. Therefore the success or
failure of the project still hangs in the
balance. '

company; his recommendation that a
municipal plant be constructed was
sustained by a big majority. He has
given much of his time, has made a
considerable sacrifice and to a certain
extent, perhaps, has suffered business
loss to devote his time and attention
to the city's business. Moreover, he
has spent or directed to be spent some
$1,132.70 of the city's money to date in
the advancement oi this municipal
project.

To defeat him for re-election will j
mean the utter wasting of this money ,
of the taxpayers, and though the gen-;
eral opinion seems to be it has already
been wasted, to re-elect him will give
him the opportunity to settle once for !
all the actual worth of the plan and I
might save that amount of money to!
the taxpayers. It will also place the j
responsibility for that expenditure and j
the success or failure of the plan right
where it belongs and right where the
present mayor, by seeking re-election,
wants it put.

Let's put it there ?it's the best thing
we can do.

sooner than the present situation indi-
cates.

The Oregonian wants members of
all parties to get behind the measure
and pass it. "They can do so without
running counter to the dominant party

on those points where it is pledged to

a definite policy," it said in a recent
editorial, "and without doing violence
to their own opinions on vital points."
Continuing, it said:

In their opposition to the proposed
constitution of the board, bankers ig-
nore a condition of public opinion
which can be changed only by slow de-
grees. This is a fixed conviction that
the banks are now under the control
of a small coterie of very rich men
who use their power in a manner in-
imical to the public interest. The peo-
ple are determined to wrest control
from these men and the Democratic
party is pledged to vest it in the gov-

ernment. As Senator Root has said,
rightly or wrongly, the best financial
brains of the country are under sus-
picion. As to some few bankers in
New York, this suspicion is justified;
as to the great body of bankers
throughout the country it is cruelly
unjust. But we cannot shut our eyes
to the fact that it exists and that its
existence renders impossible the pas-
sage of a law which does not impose
close government control, on the banks.

If the opponents of government con-
trol succeed in preventing the passage
of the bill at the present session of
Congress, they will prevent passage of
any banking and currency bill until
the regular session and perhaps delay

' the reform indefinitely. They will
doom us to a continuation of the pres-
ent no-system, with its periodical pan-
ics. They may cause the financial ques-
tion to become a party issue. The re-
sultant controversy would then inspire
such doubt as to the business future
and would stir to activity such a crop
of financial quacks with absurd nos-
trums that it might of itself provoke a
panic.

Just one more glimpse at another
angle of this subject before we drop It
for the present. The Coulee City Dis-
patch last week said:

There were a few people so wrapped
up In their ]4)litical prejudices during
the last session of the Washington leg-
islature that they could see nothing to
criticise but the action of Governor
Lister, who was trying to keep the ap
propriations down, while nearly ev-
ery member of both houses was bent
upon getting all the appropriations
possible for their respective constitu-
encies. Though the governor cut off
millions of these appropriations, the
taxpayers will have to pay nearly $2,-
000,000 more under the 1913 levy for
general purposes than they paid the
year before. The proposition to abol-
ish the state legislature should, under
the circumstances, receive serious con-
sideration, ere it bankrupts the state.
A commission form of state govern-
ment might help.

It
would remove to a very large measure
that sectionalism referred to In both
these quotations and so would do away
with a very large part, if not all, of
the "log rolling" and "pork barrel"
methods that now disgrace every legis-
lature in the land. The beneficial ef-
fect upon the lone matter of state ap-
propriations, state expenditures, that
would consequently follow, can hardly
be estimated; it alone would be a suf-
ficient reason for the adoption of the
reform.

HASTEN THE CIKKENCY HILI,.

The attention of the country is now
centered on the currency bill upon
which President Wilson is endeavor-
ing to get some immediate action out
of the senate. "Naturally and proper-
ly it has been a storm center of criti-
cism ever since it was published," as
the Saturday Evening Post put it re-
cently, "but do not let that mislead
you as to the main point that it is
substantially a good bill. Any other
bill would have drawn an almost equal
fire of criticism, if it passes it will
immensely improve our banking and
currency system and go a long way to-

ward putting us abreast of all other
great commercial nations in t lie funda-
mental matter of dependable credit fa-
cilities."

The Post is not an administration
paper. Neither is the Portland Ore-
gonlan, but they are two striking ex-
amples of how the leading journals of
the country are joining together, re-
gardless of politics, to a.d the presi-
dent in obtaining quick action from
the senate. Whether he will be able to
accomplish this purpose nmains to 1
seen; just now the «-enati appears to
be in no haste, and vpt in the last year
or so the upper body of Congri ss has

It is the part of patriotism and
sound business sense for all forward-
looking men, regardless of politics and
regardless of their objection to non-
essential details, to accept President
Wilson's invitation and get behind hint
on this measure. The fears bapkers
express as to the effects of federal
control may and, we believe, will prove
unfounded. If they should prove to
have any basis, this detail can be
changed later and bankers may be
given a larger part in the administra-
tion of the reserve system when they
have lived down the suspicion which
now envelops them. In the meantime
we should have enjoyed the beneficial
results of the system, which is, in the
main, the same as the Aldrich scheme.
Shall we sacrifice the vast gain be-
cause of some details which are not to
our liking? By backing up the presi-
dent we can get currency reform, and
get it now, thereby removing a con-
stant menace to business stability.

There is the situation as far as the
currency bill is concerned. The Ore-
gonian's concluding sentence is signifi-
cant. If the Republicans oppose the
bill from partisan motives, they prop-
ably will not accomplish its defeat, the
Oregonian says, and adds: "Then the
Democrats will be entitled to and will
get all the credit and the Republicans
will be in the position of having op-
posed a measure which is generally
recognized as highly beneficial by the
people as a whole."

We trust the senate will heed the
nation's call. The reform is as neces-
sary as was the tariff; the sooner it
can be brought about the sooner will
the country be able to take advantage

t the crater expansion of credit, the
greater fr< edotn ~f legitimate eoramer-
i ial opi ration, it will afford. The sen-
ate should t.a -t' n.

Probably no one single thing will ad-
