EXPLAINING OUR POSITION,

Lest you misunderstand us in our
advocacy of the application of the
commission form to our state govern-
ment, let us explain that we are advo-
cating it only so far as it applies to
the reform of the legislative branch
of the government. We believe hearti-
ly in the wisdom of the division of
the legislative, executive and judicial
branches; whatever failure the com-
mission form of government as applied
to our cities has made, has come from
the consolidation of the administrative

and councilmanic duties and powers.

We are seeking the substitution of
efficiency, directness, economy and fa-
cility of action for the incompetency,
inefliciency and expense of the present
legislative system. We believe that
this can be accomplished by the adop-
tion of a legislative commission of 15
members instead of the present two-
house system of large membership,
meeting at more requent intervals
and giving closer study to present
and past legislation before determin-
ing that needed in the future.
