ORDINANCE NO. 1431.

AN ORDINANCE FIXING THE SALARY
of, the Amount of Bond of, and De-
fining the Duties of Police Judge for
the City of Olympia.

The City Council of the City of Olympia
do ordain as follows;
Section 1. The Police Judge of the

City of Olympla shall receive a monthly
salary of twenty-five dollars ($25.00).

Sec. 2. The Police Judge, before en-
tering upon his duties, shall give a
bond, conditioned upon the faithful per-
formance of his duties, to the City of
Olympla in the sum of one thousand
dollars ($1,000.00).

Sec. 3. The Police Judge shall make
a monthly report to the City Council
and file the same with the Citv Clerk on
or before its first meeting in each
month for the preceding month, said
report to be on blanks furnished by the
City Clerk.

Sec. 4. The Police Judge shall have
exclusive jurisdiction over all offenses
defined by any ordinance of the city,
and all other actions brought to enforce
or recover any license, penalty or for-
feiture declared or given by any such
ordinance, and full power to forfeit bail
bonds and Issue execution thereon and
full power to forfeit cash ball, and full
power and authority to hear and deter-
mine all causes, civil or criminal, aris-ing under such ordinance, and pro-
nounce judgment in accordance there-
with: Provided, That for the violationof a criminal ordinance no greater pun-
ishment shall be Imposed than a fine of
three hundred dollars ,or imprisonment
not to exceed ninety days, or by both
such fine and imprisonment. In the
trial of actions brought for the viola-
tion of any city ordinance, no Jury shallbe allowed. All civil or criminal pro-
ceedings before such Police Judge and
judgments rendered by him shall be
subject, to review in the Superior Court
of the proper county by writ of review
or appeal.

Sec. 5. This ordinance shall be in
full force and effect on and after the
sth day of January, 1916.
