PRESIDENT TELLS KAISER SUB-
MARINE WARFARE MUST STOP

Continued from Page One.

The president guarded his plans
with effective Becrecy until Wednes-
day morning when he disclosed them
at a conference with Chairman Stone
and Senator Lodge, the ranking Re-
publican of the senate foreign rela-
tions committee, and Chairman Flood
and Representatve Cooper, the rank-
ing Republican of the foreign affair*
committee of the house. He outlined
to them what he had said in the note
dispatched to Berlin Tuesday night

and what he proposed to say to con-
gress.

When the president finished read-
ing, he looked up and, seeing Senator
Stone's grave face, said:

"Ton look as sad as I feel." ,

The chairman's response was to
inquire of the president If he had
told them all he had to say. The
conference thus ended.

The word of the president's plan

spread quickly through congress, and
when he took his place at the clerk's
desk in the hall of the house he was
confronted by an assembly of grave-
ly quiet senators and representatives,

who hung intently upon every word
he uttered, and cheered him heartily

when he had finished.
Dramatically Human Scene.

The president asked nothing of

congress Fie came only to inform it

of his ac tion. He did it in 15 min-
utes and congress went back to work,
solemnly impressed with the situa-
tion which confronts the country.
The scene had been dramatically

human. The president's demeanor
reflected his state of mind, and an
impartial observer readily would say
the demeanor of congress as a whole

reflected its sympathy.

The first actually crucial moment
toward which the relations of the
t'nited States and Germany have been
steadily drifting for nearly a year
had come and been passed and the
president returned to the White
House to await the next one. Amer-
ica awaits the answer of Berlin.

The president's statement to con-

gress followed closely the text of the
note to Germany, which was precipi-

tated by the torpedoing of the chan-
nel steamer Sussex. The United
States, the communication declares,
considers the torpedoing of the Sus-
sex not only proved by the evidence,
but actually substantiated by the
German disclaimer of responsibility.

Attached to the American note as
an appendix are the facts in the case
of the Sussex. They show that three
American army and navy officers
found in the hull of the destroyed
ship not only screw bolts which cor-
responded in use and identification
marks with those on German torpe-
does in possession of the French gov-
ernment at the naval station at Tou-
lon, but that the American officers

actually found 13 pieces of metal
which have been identified as parts
of German torpedoes. Four of the
steel parts of the "warhead" of the
torpedo still bear the distinctive red
paint common to German "war-

heads."
Besides this evidence, the note con-

tends, every circumstance either ad-
mitted by Germany in her disclaimer
or proved by affidavits by persons on
the destroyed liner, proves beyond
question that she was torpedoed

without warning.

In ahort, the United States pre-

sents the evidence as the capstone to

an accumulation of evidence extend-
' ing over a period of months which is

held to prove irrefutably that Ger-

many's assurances to the United
States repeatedly have been wan-
tonly violated.

Official Text of Note.

The official text of the note, signed

by Secretary Lansing and addressed
to Ambassador Gerard at Berlin, fol-
lows:

You are instructed to deliver to

the secretary of foreign affairs a
communication reading as follows:

I did not fail to transmit imme-
diately, by telegraph, to my govern-
ment your excellency's note of the
10ty instant in regard to the disas-
trous explosion on March 24 last,

which wrecked the French steamship
Sussex in the English channel. I
have now the honor to deliver, under
instructions from my government,

the following reply to your excel-
lency:

Information now in the possession
of the government of the United
States fully establishes the facts in

the case of the Sussex, and the in-

ferences which my government has
drawn from that Information it re-
gards as confirmed by the circum-
stances set forth in your excellency's
note of the 10th instant.

The Case of the Sussex.

On tbe 24th of March, 1916, at

about 2:60 o'clock in the afternoon,

the unarmed steamer Sussex, with
325 or more passengers on board,
among whom were a number of

American citizens, was torpedoed

while crossing from Folkestone to
Dieppe. The Sussex had never been

armed; was a vessel known to be

habitually used only for the convey-

ance of passengers across the Eng-

lish channel, and was not following

the route taken by troop ships or
supply ships. About 80 of her pas-
sengers, non-combatants of all ages

and sexes, including citizens of the

United States, were killed or Injured.

A careful, detailed and scrupu-

lously Impartial Investigation by

naval and military officers of the
United States has conclusively estab-
lished the fact that the Sussex was

torpedoed without warning or sum-
mons to surrender, and that the tor-

pedo by which she was struck was of
German manufacture. In the view
of the government of the United
States these facts from the first made

the conclusion that the torpedo was

fired by a Oerman submarine una-
voidable. It now considers that con-
clusion substantiated by the state-

ments of your excellency's note. A

full statement of the facts upon

which the government of the United

States has based its conclusion is in-
closed.

Do«e Not Appreciate Gravity.

The government of the United
States, after having given careful
consideration to the note of the im-

perial government of the 10th of

April, regrets to state that the im-

pression made upon it by the state-

ments and proposals contained in

that note Is that the imperial govern-

ment has failed to appreciate the

gravity of the situation which has re-

sulted, not alone from the attack on
the Sussex but from the whole meth-'
od and character of submarine war-,

fare as disclosed by the unrestrained
practice of the commanders of Ger-
man undersea craft during the past
12 months and more in the indis-
criminate destruction of merchant!
vessels of all sorts, nationalities and
destinations. ?

i I
If the sinking of the Sussex had:

been an isolated case the government'
of the United States might find it
possible to hope that the officer who

| was responsible for that act had will-1
: fully violated his orders or had been

j criminally negligent in taking none
!of the precautions they prescribed,

! and that the ends of justice might be
; satisfied by imposing upon him an
adequate punishment, coupled with a
formal disavowal of the act and pay-
ment of a suitable indemnity by the
imperial government. But, though

the attack upon the Sussex was man-
ifestly indefensible and caused a loss
of life so tragical as to make it stand
forth as one of the most terrible ex-
amples of the inhumanity of subma-
rine warfare as the commanders of
German vessels are conducting it, it
unhappily does not stand alone.

One Instance of Germany Policy.
On the contrary, the government

of the United States is forced by re-
cent events to conclude that It Is
only one instance, even though one
of the most extreme and most dis-
tressing instances, of the deliberate
method of spirit of indiscriminate de-
struction of merchant vessels of all
sorts, nationalities and destinations
which have become more and more
unmistakable as the activity of Ger-

man undersea vessels of war has in

recent months been quickened and
extended.

The imperial German government

will recall that when, in February,
1915, it announced its intention of

treating the waters surrounding

Great Britain and Ireland as em-
braced within the seat of war and of

destroying all merchant ships owned
by its enemies that might be found

within that lone of danger, and
warned all vessels, neutral as well as
belligerent, to keep out of the waters

thus proscribed, or to enter them at

their peril, the government of the
United States earnestly protested. It
took the position that such a policy

could not be pursued without con-
stant gross and palpable violation of
the accepted law of nations, particu-
larly If submarine craft were to be

employed as its instruments, inas-

much as the rules prescribed by that
law, rules founded on the principles

of humanity and established for the

protection of lives of noncombatants
at sea, could not in the nature of the
case be observed by such vessels.

Basts of American Protest
It based Its portest on the ground

that persons of neutral nationality

and vessels of neutral ownership

would be exposed to extreme and in-
tolerable risks, and that no right to

close any part of the high seas could
lawfully be asserted by the Imperial

government in the circumstances

then existing. The law of nations in
these matters upon which the govern-

ment of the United States based that
protest is not of recent origin or
founded upon merely arbitrary prin-
ciples set up by convention. It is

based, on the contrary, upon mani-
fest principles of humanity and has

long been established with the ap-

proval and by the dkpress assent of
all civilised nations.

The Imperial government, notwith-
standing persisted in carrying out the

policy announced, expressing the
hope that the dangers involved, at
any rate to neutral vessels, would be
reduced to a minimum by the in-

structions which it bad issued to the
commanders of its submarines, and
assuring the government of the
United States, the commanders of the

United States that it would take
every possible precaution both to re-
spect the right of neutrals and to
safeguard the lives of noncombat-
ants.

Carries on Ruthless Destruction.
In pursuance of this policy of sub-

marine warfare against the com-
merce of its adversaries, thus an-
nounced and thus entered upon in

spite of the oslemn protest of the
government of the United States, the
commanders of the imperial govern-

ment's submersible vessels have car-
ried on practices of such ruthless de-

struction which have made it more
and more evident, as the months have
gone by, that the imperial govern-

ment had found it impractical to put

any such restraints upod them as it

had hoped and promised to put.
Again and again the imperial gov-

ernment has given its solemn assur-
ances to the government of the United
States that at least passenger steam-
ers would not thus be dealt with, and

yet it has repeatedly permitted ita
undersea commanders to disregard
these assurances with entire im-
punity. As recently as February last
It gave notice that it would regard

all armed merchantmen owned by its

enemies as part of the naval' forces
of its adversaries and deal with them
as with men-of-war, thus, at least by
implication, pledging itself to give
warning to vessels which were not
armed and to accord security of life
to their passengers and crews, but
even this limitation their submarine
commanders have recklessly ignored.

Many Killed Without Warning
Vessels of neutral ownership, even

vessels of neutral ownership bound
from neutral port to neutral port,
have been destroyed along with ves-
sels of belligerent ownership in con-
stantly increasing numbers. Some-
times the merchantmen attacked
have been warned and summoned to
surrender before being fired on or
torpedoed; sometimes the passengers
and crews have been vouchsafed the
poor security of being allowed to
take the ship's boats before the ship
was sent to the bottom, but again
and again no warning has been given,
no escape even to the ship's boats
allowed to those on board.

Great liners like the Lusitaniaand
Arabic, and mere ferry boats like the
Sussex, have been attacked without a
moment's warning, often before they
have even become aware that they
were in the presence of an armed
ship of the enemy, and the lives of
noncombatants, passengers and crew
have been destroyed wholesale and in
a manner which the government of
the United States cannot but regard
as wanton and without the slightest

color of justification.

No limit of any kind has in fact
been set to their indiscriminate pur-

suit and destruction of merchantmen
of all kinds and nationalities within
the waters which the imperial gov-

ernment has chosen to designate as
lying within the seat of war. The
roll of Americans who have lost their
lives upon ships thus attacked and
destroyed has grown month by month
until the ominous toll has mounted
Into the hundreds.

Patience of the United States.
The government of the United

States has been very patient. At
every stage of this distressing expe-

rience of tragedy after tragedy it has
sought to be governed by the most
thoughtful consideration of the
extraordinary circumstances of an
unprecedented war and to be guided

by sentiments of very genuine friend-
ship for the people and the govern-

ment of Germany. It has accepted

the successive explanations and assur-
ances of the imperial government aa
of course given in entire sincerity

and good faith, and had hoped, even
against hope, that it would prove to

be possible for the imperial govern-

ment so to order and control the acta

of its naval commanders aa to square

its policy with the recognised prin-

ciples of humanity as embodied in
the law of nations. It has made
every allowance for unprecedented
conditions and has been willing to
wait until facts became nnmiatakable
and were susceptible of only one In-
terpretation. It now owes It to a
just regard for Its own rights to say

to the Imperial government that that
time has come. It has become pain-
fully evident to it that the position

which it took at the very outset is
inevitable, namely, the use of subma-
rines for the destruction of an ene-
my's commerce is, of necessity, be-
cause of the very character of the
vessels employed and the very meth-
ods of attack which their employ-
ment of course involves, utterly in-
compatible with the principles of hu-
manity, the long established and In-
controvertible rights of neutrals and
the sacred immunities of noncombat-
ants.

Sever Diplomatic Relations.
If it is still the purpose of the im-

perial government to prosecute re-
lentless and Indiscriminate warfare
against vessels of all commerce by
the use of submarines, without re-
gard to what the government of the
United States must consider the
sacred and Indisputable rules of in-
ternational law and the universally

recognised dictates of humanity, the
government of the United States is at
last forced to the conclusion that
there is but one course it can pursue.
Unless the imperial government
should now immediately declare and
effect an abandonment of its present
methods of submarine warfare
against passenger and freight carry-

ing vessels, the government of the
United States can have no choice but
to sever diplomatic relations with the
German empire altogether. This ac-
tion the government of the United
States contemplates with tbe great-

est reluctance, but feels constrained
to take in behalf of humanity and the
rights of neutral nations.
