EVE OF LIBERTY DAY

«. ERS STIRRING PATRIOTIC
ADDRESS.

“We have reached a point in
this country when a person who
is not for the country is against
the country. We are going to
separate the sheep from the
goats—we are going to put the
screws to the black-hearted trai-
tors.”

This declaration, made in a ringing
voice and greeted with loud applause,
was one of the striking features of
the address delivered by former Sen-
ator Piles at the Liberty Loan meet-
ing at the statehouse Tuesday even-
ing, with which Olympia inaugurated
its celebration of Liberty Day
Wednesday. '3

Prior to the meeting, school ¢hil-
dren and their parents had gathered
in the different wards of the city, had
lighted the Liberty bonfires, sung pa-
triotic airs and engaged in a fitting
patriotic celebration. Then they pro-
ceeded to Fourth and Main streets
and joined in a parade through the
business section, led by the local
band and the Capital Home Guards.

The house chamber of the capitol
was filled, and though some of the
voungsters were a little disturbing
now and then, the crowd gave close
attention to Senator Piles. He was
introduced by Thos. L. O’Leary,
chairman of the local Liberty Loan
committee, who announced that at
that time,, with subscriptions already
received by the local banks and oth-
ers promised from different sections
of the county, some $50,000 remained
to be subscribed here before the
county fulfilled its quota.

Discusses Causes of War.

With but a brief introduction, Sen-

atar Piles launched into a discussion

signing to the kaiser from the time
h ascended the throne of the Ger-
man empire an ambition to dominate
the world through military conquest
and declaring that history would
convict him as the person respon-
sible for the war ‘““which has involved
nearly the whole world and which no
one anticipated.”

He pointed out how the kaiser
gained the upperhand of Austria-
Hungary through diplomatic intrigue,
sketched the history of the Balkan
wars during the years just preceding
the present struggle, and reviewed
the events and diplomati¢c moves
made by England, France, Italy and
Russia in July, 1914, following the
assassination of the Austrian arch-
duke, to obtain a convention of the
nations to settle Austria’s dispute
with Serbia, appealing to the kaiser
to prevent war but getting only re-
fusal.
