PROSECUTOR BROWN
ALMOST BREAKS UP

HAMON MURDER TRIAL
('liarjira Defendant's Family Lived

on Hamon's Estate and McLean
Fires Hack Hotly

ARDMORE, Okla., Mar. 15.

Charges that Clara Smith- Hamon's
mother and family lived on her
daughter's shame temporarily broke
up the Hamon murder trial today.

This same when prosecutor Brown
jumped to hia feet and shouted, "We

can show that the whole Smith family
lived on the Hamon estate."

"Wild Bill" McLean rose and
yelled: "This girl's mother is as
good as any who ever gave birth to
any lawyer in this case."

It seemed as though everyone in
the court clapped and shouted ap-
proval of his answer.

The judge ordered the court
cleared.

Mrs. Jake Hamon at the mention
of the word mother broke down and
was led out by her son, Jake, Jr.

Clara burst into tears and was es-
corted from the room by her brother.

Women sobbed as they left the
room. i

The whole court was In a panic.
Clara Smith, outside, sobbed, "They

can do anything they want with me,
but they must leave my dear old
mother alone."

Prosecutor Brown accused "Wild
Bill' McLean of causing the uproar.

McLean cast a counter accusation.
Order was finally restored, but the

seats were still full.
Prince Freeling, when things were

quiet, moved'for an adjournment for
30 minutes.

McLean told the court: "A re-
mark was made and I am not sorry
a bit for doing it?I had to speak.
If the counsel for the state resent ?

I can't help it all; my remarks
stand."

Judge - Champion adjourned the
court until 11 o'clock.

Loud conversation again broke
loose.

Mrs. Hamon returned to the court-
room.

Clara Smith, with her mother and
sister, were In an anteroom.

Clara sobbed and sobbed. She
placed her arms around her mother
and said: "They don't dare do it,
mother dear; they don't dare."

The mother and sister were crying
aloud.

The judge finally rescinded his de-
cision and allowed the curious to
stay if they kept quiet.

Little Phyllis Walling, grand-

daughter of Clara's mother, Mrs.
Smith, was on the witness stand
when the uproar came.

Phyllis, dressed in a Blmple ging-

ham frock, started to weep. She ran
down to comfort her grandmother.

"Bud" Ballew, deputy sheriff, and
other deputies disarmed several in
the audience as they were pulling six
shooters from holsters when the
trouble broke.

"Bud" took a gun from the son of
an attorney.

' "Buck" Garrett, sheriff, stood next

to the judge with his hands on his

hip.
"Buck" was one of the few calm

persons there.
S. L. Carter, of Oklahoma City,

was the first witness called to the
stand today by the defense.

Carter testified to the statements
made by W. D. Nichols, for the state.

Carter tiuoted Nichols as saying

shortly before Hamon's de^.th.
"Harnon died saying it was an ac-

cident and Clara had nothing to do
with it."

The defense expected to complete

Its testimony today with the accused
woman telling her own story of the
ten years she lived with the dead

man.
Phyllis Walling, Clara's niece, took

the stand when the trial was re-
sumed. "I saw Aunt Clara at my
home the day after Mr. Hamon was
shot," she said. "I saw two bruises
on Aunt Clara's neck and scratches

on her face. Her left hand was
scarred."

Clara's aged mother, Mrs. J. L.
Smith, testified her husband was in
El Paso and had consumption and
likely to die any minute. Clara's
mother quaked and quivered out her
answers.

Tears dropped from Clara's eyes as
her mother testified.

"Clara returned from Mexico on
Thanksgiving day," the mother said.
"She still had bruises on her body
when she came back. She complained
t-f her back hurting.''

Prince Freeling was gentle in his
cross examination. He acted as if
he didn't have the heart to go
through with the trial.

She admitted inat Mrs. Jake Ha-
mon called on her five years ago to
ask that Clara have nothing to do
with her husband.

"The first I heard of improper re-
lations was when Mrs. Hamon came
to me," said the mother. "I spoke to
Clara about it. I never did believe
she was a bad girl.

"I called on Mr. Hamon and asked
him to send Clara home.

"He answered: 'I love Clara. I
cannot give her up. I will get a
separation from my wife and marry
Clara. I love Clara dearly.'

"I got down 011 my knees and
prayed for Clara."

At this the mother started to sob,
but she did not lose control of her-
self.

Tears streamed down Clara's
cheeks.

RAILROAD MANAGERS
ORDERED TO APPEAR
BEFORE LABOR BOARD

Action Is Taken on Demand of Rep-
resentatives of Labor Unions

Charging Conspiracy '

CHICAGO, March 15.?Leaders in
the Railroad Managers' Association

1were ordered today to appear before
the United States railroad labor board
here on Wednesday and submit to
examination regarding the petition
of the roads for abrogation of some
national agreements.

The board's action was taken on
demand' of representatives of rail-
road unions.

Unions Charge Conspiracy
Examination of the executive would

show that the petition made by the
railroads for abrogation of the na-
tional agreements was part of a great

conspiracy to force down wages and
break organized labor, the union
leaders declared.

Frank P. Walsh, attorney for the
unions, addressing the board, de-
clared the packers' action in cutting
wages and abolishing the eight-hour
basic day was a part of this con-
spiracy.

Robert S. Binkerd, secretary of the
managers' association, who was
among those ordered to appear, was
instructed to place before the board
all records and minutes of meetings
where the abrogation of national
agreements was considered.

Others who will be examined In-
clude Thomas DeWitt Cuyler, 'presi-
dent of the Railroad Managers' asso-
ciation; W. W. Atterbury, chairman
of the labor committee, and Carl
Gray, a member of the committee.

It is probable that a special meet-
ing will be called before April 1, at
which time the new administration
takes effect, to settle many matters
that have arisen under the board
functioning.

Okanogan irrigation project was dis-
cussed and considered. A. J. O'Con-
ner, secretary of the project; C. E.
Berg, attorney and director of the
project, and Milt Howe, also a direct-
or, met with the board and discussed
with the members the project.

Another project of much interest
which was taken up at the meeting
was that of diverting the waters of
Solduc river, in Clallam county, for
power purposes.

BRITAIN AND AMERICA
AGREE ON AMICABLE

DIVISION OF SEAS
As Ui'Niilt of Agreement, Great ririt-

ian Will Police Atlantic, and
America Pacific Ocean

LONDON, Mar. 15.?Great Britain

and America have agreed to an ami-
cable "division" of the seas, accord-
ing to general belief here today.

As a result of the agreement, it
was believed Great Britain will police
the Atlantic ocean, America the Pa-
cific. This impression was strength-
ened by two announcements from
London and Washington on the same
day.

From Washington came the state-
ment that the Pacific fleet probably
will assume more importance than
the Atlantic.

From London came the announce-
ment that Great Britain will reduce
her naval budget by $70,000,000.
thereby abandoning any thought of
competition with America's naval
program.

There was a general belief here
that friendly relations between the
United States and Great Britain
would be greatly strengthened if
America goes through with its pro-
posed program of concentrating
naval power in the Pacific.

There will then no longer be any
question raised by the British such
as "Who is America building
against?"

Reports from Washington that
America was considering putting its
fleet in the Pacific were regarded
here as indicating that the United
States wants to impress Japan with
its naval strength.

The presence of a big American
fleet in the Pacific will probably con-
vince Japan that war with. America
at this time is not feasible, experts
think. America's fleet in the Pacific
probably would take over the patrol
work now done by the British navy
in waters adjacent to its colonies
there and thus considerably reduce
the empire's expenses for the naval
establishment.
