New Kixp or Woorn.—The Freneh seientifie
world is making a great stiv about pine wool, or
forest wool, as it is called.  This is something new
in Franee, though it has been known for many
years in Germany. A Mp, Peunevitz, of Dres-

luu, first discoversd that the aciculary leaves of

pines, firs, and coniferous trees gencrally, ure con-
posed of fibres extremely fine and sivong, which
are surroutded and Kept togetber by a resinous
substnnce. My Pennevitz wis not long in seeing
all the utility that this discovery might be to the
industrinl world, and he invented u cheomical pro-
ecss by which fing, thread-like gubstances contain-
ed in the long leaves of the pine, ean be drawn
out. e cilled it forest wool, for it enrled nnd
could be cavded like ordinary wool. “When, by
decoction, nnd by the employment of eertain re-
netives well known in chiemistry, the resinous suli-
stance has been dissolved, it is ensy td'sepernte
the fibres from each other, io wash and elean them
perfeetly,  The first use which was made of for-
ext wool wis 1o substitute it for cotton and ordin-
ary wool in bed-clothes. A few. yonrs ago the
hospital of Vienna bought fivg hundred of these
covers, and after long use and™trial it has just re-
newed the provision.

What makes the wool invaluable for beds is,
that no kind of inseet ever nppronches a bedstend
thus furnished, and though the nromatic odor of |
the wool is strong enough to frighten nway insects,
it 15 said to be very pleasant and healthy to per-
sons occupying (he beds.
