Another Auncke Jans Novement.

The Helrs of the Waldren Preperty, Ia
New York, Sue for the Recovery of an
Fatate Worth Sixty Milllons,

The celel rated suit commenced 8 few
years ngo by the heirs of Anncke Jans
tor the recovery of the property of Trin-
ity chureh, bids fair *o he outdone by a
movement now being pushed forward
with vigor by the heirs of what is known
=3 the Wuldron estate. It sppears that
in the year 1646 DBaron Resolvent Wal-
dron came to this covatry ‘rom Holland
with Gav. Smyvesant  In 1854 Gov.
Stuyvesant made a grant of all that por-
tion of Manhattan island lying between
Eghtysecond and One Huondred and
Ninth streets, and extending from North
to the East river, to Baron Waldron apd
two others.  In eonsideration of this
urant twenty five families were to be
locawed on the estate, and a ferry cstuli-
Lshed with _he main land withia three
years, These conditions were complied
with, but on-the Duotch being driven
from possesston the settlers were dis
prersed In 1665, however, when the
Dutch had regained possession, the grant
wits reneweod to the same parties.  Litde
scems o bave been done in relation to
the estate until 1654, when Gov, Dongan
confirmed the grant 3 Gov. Stayvesant,
adding eighteen persons, making in all
twendy -one participants,  These settlers
located tierr farmes and dwellings on the
high ground, and those of these who dis
posed ot their property sold only to
high water mark, The title to the flats
and other land along the river frent over
which the water flowed they did not dis-
pose of, leaving it for the benefit of their
heira,

Twenty years since the meadow lands
of Harlem were not considered worth
paying taxes for, and the land was looked
upon as comparatively worthless, The
Tweed ring, however, recognizing the
value of the large tract of property lylng
under water in that neighborhood, uan-
dertook the work of nlling it in at the
expense of the gity, Something like
1,450 acres of valuable land were made
in this way, the title to which, it is
claimed, belonged oi night to the heirs
of the Waldron estate. In 1870 the
Tammany ring had a bill passed by the
legislatore bringing this land under tax.
ation, and it was subsequently sold in
defauit of the payment of taxes, the
greater portion of it, as might be sup-
posed, being purchased by the members
of the ring or their agents. The land
so made and soll without title, is now
claimed te be worth $60,000,000, and for
its recovery the heirs of Baron Waldron
are now taking the requisite steps.

‘onsiderable difliculty, of course, was
experienced in discovering the descend-
ants of the original grantees; but Ly the
excrtions of a few ol those most actively
interested in the movement the signa
tures of some 200 of the heirs, scattered
all over the country, have been obtained.
The majority of them have siguned the
necessary papers and coatributed the
expenses incurred in the moviment.
While some of the heirs look upon the
recovery of this valuable property as ex-
ceedingly doubtiul, others express entire
confidence in the strength of their claim,
and are eager that the matter shou!d be
speedily testad,

By tracing the history of the Waldron
family, it has been  ascertained that
Baron Waldron, to whom the estate was
originally granted, had five sons. One
of them, Sumuel, had a son, Wi'llam,
whose third wife was Anoetje Meyer, a
granddaughter of Adolph Meyer, one of
the original grantees. One of the child-
ren of this marnage was a daughter of
Margaret, who marriad Abraham Lent.
Abrabam had seven childres, viz.: John
Abrahdm, David Barkness, Peter Wal-
dron, Elizabeth Bnnkerhoff, Cornelia,
Ann, and Maria. Peter Waldron was the
father of ex-Seaator Leat, of this city.
David Barkness settled in Poughkeep-
sie; Elhzabeth marriel a gentleman
named Ackerman, of Dutchess county;
Cornelia married Abraham Shear. Awnn
was the grandmother of Judge Tappan,
and Maria married Cornelius Earle, the
mother of Deputy Cemptroller Esrle.
It wiil thus be seen that Abraham 1 oY,
grandfather of ex-Senator Lent, was the
great grandson of Aona Katrina, daugh-
ter of Adolph Merer, and Margaret Wal-
dron, his wife, was the great grand-
daughter of Baron Waldron, as well as
of Adolph Meyer.

Ex-Benstor Lent, who with the Earle
family and that of Judge Tappan are
directly interested in the recovery ol
the Waldroa estate, has gone to Califor-
nia to procure the signatures of the
members of the family wesiding in that
State to the necessary documents. It is
stated that as soon as the comsent of
those of the heirs who are willing to as-
mst in attempting the recovery of the
estate has been obtained, steps will im-
mediately be taken to test the nght of
the present possessor of the property,a
sum of $25,000 baying already been ap-
propristed for that purpose.—N. ¥

Unvailing the Minute-man's Stutue at
Concord gave Riiph Waldo Ewmerson,
the great American philosopher and poet
an l’[:pul'llmily to make o hill‘ocll which
dates an altogettir new departure in
American  speech-makings. Nothing
could b» yarther removed from the pyro-
technics of Fourth of July oratory than
the pure white light in which it dis-
tinctly revealed—a pictare for all time
—the facts of the “proud and tender
story” commemorated by the statue.
Expressious Uke these: “The sculptor
has built oo dome over his work, believ-
ing that blue sky mukes the best back-
ground;” “It appears-that the patriotism
of the peopie was so hot that it melted
the snow, and the rye waved on the 19th
of April;” “He who will carry out the
rule of right must often take his life in
his band;” and “The thunderbolt falls
on &n ioch of ground, but the light of it
fills the horizon,” are such as nose but a
poet of Emerson’s calibre would have
used to grelicve his terse and compact
historical narrative.  Original and novel
as they are, they will henceforth be
commonplaces of literature wherever the
Eaglish language is spoken and read.
Moreover, the keynote of the sentiment
towards our ancestors’ Dritish foes that

Deadly Insecls,

The buflalo-gnat 1s credited with oe-
easioning a wide spread mortality among
the horses and mules ot West Tennessee,
Many farmers have lost all their work-
ing stock at a season of the year when
they can least aflord to do without them.
The bate of this insect scems as that of
the African tsctse, the pest of all travel-
ers in Bouth Africa. Man snd wild sni-
mals sppear to be invulnerable to the
tsetse, but camels, dogs, oxen and horses
cannot long survive its attacks. In ove
expedition Dr. Livingstone lost forty-
three oxen from this cause. Ie was in.
clined to believe that the ass was bite-
proof, Lut the experience of his last
journey convinced him that he wax in
error. The donkey though not so sus-
ceptible as some of the other unimals
above mentine 4, still sucenmbs before
the little browa fly with yellow stripes.
Its proboscis pierces the skin of its vie-
tims, andadraws thence a plentiful sup-
piy of blood. No special harm at first
seoms to have been done, but in a few
days the eyes and nose of a bitten ani-
masl begin to run; a swelling makes its
appearance under the jaw; the muscles
grow weak and finally the digestive or-
ugans are disordered and death soon fol-
lows. When dissected, the collular tis-
sue under the skin is found to be in-
jeeted  with air as il sonp bubbles
wero acattered over it.

8 lot of grade stock — cither cattle, horses
bogs or sheep—you will never raise
scrubs again, for farmers raise stock for
the purpose of makiog the most money
out of their farms, by feeding their crops
rather than selling the grain and hay to
dealers; then the kind of stock that will
mature the quickest and grow the largest
is the most profitable tor meat; ana it is
now no longer a question, but a fuct, that
the grades of our common stock crossed
with thoroughbreds sre more profitsble
to Western farmers than raising scrubs,
while the first cost of grading vp s
small, compared 1o the actual profits in
dollars aud cents. Too many farmers
just bere are penny wise and pound fool-
1ish: because they cannot et fine thor.
