An emer-
gency lighting system for night use will
consist of lamps of pnc-eand-

Je power,
bearing the distinctive red color. All
wood of the framework in the build-
ings will bo covered with an insulating
coat of material. All
stairways will be of fireproof material,
the floors of all buildings, palaces, the-
ater balls, cafes, concert rooms, ex-
hibition places und all railings and bal
ustrades will nlfco be of fireproof ma-
terial and before accepted will be thor-
oughly tested at the cxpenso of the
contractors. All decorative canvas,
awniags und canvas covering!) must be
fireproof. All electric installation of
cables, lamps, wires and conductors in
the interior of the buildings mubt be
put up under the supervision of the
director of exploitation. All motive
power will be admitted only under rigid
renditions. Tho use of celluloid in
lamps, globes, balloons and other fancy
apparatus for lighting decoration will
be forbidden. The regulations for beat-
ing and lighting provide that It can
only be done by gas nnd electricity. The
use of hydroenrbures, oils and petro-
leum, acetylene, gns and other gases
than coal gas is positively forbidden,
either for heating, lighting or motive
jk)wt. The construction of meeting
halls, cafes, concert balls and theaters
must be of fireproof material, and the
theater curtains must be of iron or
asbestos cloth. The lighting of such
places will be exclusively by electricity.
A fire service as nearly, perfect aa pos-
sible 'will be established, with a water
piping and pressure sufficient for Are-men- 's

To wear your grandfather's coat
would not seem much of an honor, but
to John Chinaman it is the greatest
felicity. Not only is the common-lookin- g,

shapeless blue blouse of his an-

cestor prized because it is his ancestor's,
but because of its intrinsic value. The
dothlng usually worn by the Chinese
is of the purest silk, and costs anywhere
from 1100 to SS&Oasuit.

As a nation the Chinese object to
wearing clothing of any other kind, and
centuries of experiment have taught
them how best to make up the costly
caterpillar hread into the most durable
form. On this account the Chinese
.dress, though of purer material, has
mone of the sheen usually associated
wrlth silk, a peculiarity which has re-

sulted in the erroneous ideas as to their
composition. All the garments are
made In China, nnd are only exported
for the persona! use of ctSeitlals in for-
eign countries.

Owing to their coat, however, they
are only purchased at long intervals,
each garment being of so durable a
character that they are handed down
to the third and even the fourth genera-
tion. Wear appears to rather improve
them than otherwise, with the result
that the eoat of the father or grandfa-
ther often has more intrinsic value than
the newer and less worn article. An-
other article peculiar to the Chinese is
the felt slippers they invariably wear.
These are of peculiar shape, and are also
imported from the native countrv.
where the method of treating felt un-
til it almost rivals leather for wear
kept a close iMcrtt.
