London,—The signatures of the pro-
tocol of the armigtice between the Hal
kan allles and Turkeys, which was
expected Sunday, was postponed until
Tuesday, as the Greek delegate had
not recelved the necessary authority
from his government. It Is rumored
that in addition to the RBulgarian
troops just landed at Dedeagahatch,
another large force of Greek troops
from Salonkl is at sea, and it Is sug-
gested that Greece may delay signing
the armistice In order to allow these
troops to arrive at their destination.

When the three men had heard the
words freeing them from the charge
they embraced and kissed each other,
When the jurors had left, the court
announced to Caruso that there was
another indletment againat him, charg-
Ing him with aseault with a deadly
weapon with intent to kill, and that
the court would release him on his
own recognizance.

Ettor and Giovannitt] also were held
on another Indictment charging them,
together with Willlam D. Haywood of
the Industrial Workers of the World,
und others, with condpiracy to incite
Tiot in the Lawrence strike. On this
they were released In bonds of $600
each, which were furnished by Helen
8. Dudley of Boston.

The trial of Ettor, member of the
pxecutive committee of the Industrial
Workers of the World; Glovannitti, a
Bocialist writer of Brooklyn, N. Y.,
pnd Caruso, a mill worker,came about
in consequence of the strike of 30,000
pperatives in the textile mills of Law-
rence, Mass, suddenly precipitated
January 12 last and continued for two
months, Ettor and Glovannittl were
accused ns accessories before the fact
to the murder of Anna Lopiszo, who
was killed in a recent riot. The com-
monwealth maintained that they in-
cited the riot in which the woman met
her death by inflammatory speeches
to the strikers.

SYLVANIA ROAD,

Broken Rall Causes Tragedy on Cin
cinnati Expres: Near Philadelphia
—Passengers Thrown In Heap
When Coaches Leave Tracks.

Philadelphla, Nov. 30—The Cincin-
nati express on the Pennsylvania rall-
rond was deralled at Glenloch, twen
ty-five miles from this city, Thureday.
Four persons were killed and fifty in.
jured, eome of them fatally, in the
erasgh,
The train, a double-header, was run-
ning at the rate of fifty miles an hour
when the aceldent occurred. Derailed,
it Is belleved, by a broken rall, one
day coach and three Pullmans, all of
stoel construction, rolled down an em-
bankment, upon a string of coal cars
standing at a lower level upon a
parallel track.
The coars, with thelr human freight
tossed about the seats, berths and cor-
ridors, were piled high on both sides
of the coal cars, some of which were
deralled and turned around by the
force of the impact.

City Wipsd Out—8500 Americans Left
Homeless In Philippines—New
Disaster Forecasted,

Manila, P. 1, Dec. 2—Seventeen
thousand persons, including a number
of Americans, are dead, more than 600
Americans and hundreds of thousands
of natives are homeless and one en-
tire city, the capital of tha Island of
Leyte, was wiped out in the most dls-
astrous typhoon which has struck the
Philippine Islands in years.

With the coasts of five 1{slands
strewn with wreckage of steam and
sall veseels, Father Algue, the weath-
er expert, caused to be cabled all over
the islands Friday a warning of a sec-
ond typhoon, heading for the center of
the archipelago.

Tacloban, the capital city of the
Island of Leyte, was wiped out. Caplz,
capital of the Province of Caplz, was
severely damaged.

Reporta from every coastwise port
in the southern islanda tell of wreck-
age plled upon the beaches. Thus far
reports indicate the total damage will
exceed $10,000,000,

In desperate deeire to carry oul
this dynamiting program, if the execu
tive board, as' he feared it would
cut off the money supply, John J. Me
Namara was ready to resort to the
“hold-up” or highway robbery to get
money, eald his former companion in
erime.

How J. J. McNamara sought to get
McManigal to go to Panama to blow
up the canal locks under construc
tion by the McClintic-Marshall com
pany, was another interesting episode
in the conspiracy, as related by the
dynamiter.

The conversation in which most o
these plans were disclosed, sald the
dynamiter, occurred at the interna
tional headquarters In this city, April
7. 1911, only five days before J. B
