Now that
hostilities have actually begun and
blood La been she'd a serious Indian
war may possibly follow. All re-

ports go to eonf nn the belief that
the whites have been the aggressors
ia this matter, and with them the
responsibility for the casualties that
follow ought to rest. Coiorow and
his band of LTtes are far from being
saint-lik- e in character, but they have
nothing, so far as we know, to forfeit
their right to the treatment of human
beings. They would certainly be
less than human if they did not re-

sent the wrongs which have been in-iiet- ed

upon them by the whites.
Coiorow, the L'fce chief, for reasons
which would commend themselves to
any man of humane sentiments, has
left the sterile reservation ia South-
ern L'tah to which he had been ban-

ished. The Colorado settlers wish
to drive him back. This was & mat-
ter which properly belonged to the
general government, but instead of
applying to the general government
the state authorities attempted to
bring about the result themselves by
taking out warrant against Colo-row- 's
