J. E. Isgrigg, of Carthage, Mo., thus
writes to The American Field: “I send
you by express a hen quail. W. B.
Hickey was working his puppies on
birds today, and when the bevy flushed
he noticed this bird, which flew, he
says, like one having been shot in the
head. It flew quite a distance, and
upon getting it up the second time he
killed it, whieh of eourse was econtrary
to law, but under the cireumstances
was a humane act. You will see that
a twig has been ruan completely through
the breast, both ends protruding. It
has evidently been there quite a long
time, as the wound lias grown over. 1
think it marvelous that the bird eounld
have survived such a wound.
