Felts Among the Ancients.

Both their eloth-
ing and their habitations have con-
sisted of felt since a knowledge of them
first went upon record in the Fourth
century. The process of felting was

The Greeks gave to it the name
piledig, from pileo, to compress; liter-
ally, a compression or thickening of
the wool. The ancients employed felt
for a great variety of uses, just as we
do, the chief being to make eoverings
for the head, the most eommon form
among the Greeks and Romans being
the skull cap.—S. N. D. North in Pop-
ular Science Monthly.
