Amanda Davison Seaver.

Mrs. Amanda Davison Seaver, wife
of Senator Harley T. Seaver, died at
her home on Congress avenue, on Sun-
day morning, Oct. 3. On Wednesday
evening, Mrs. Seaver was present at
the supper given by the Ladies’ Aid
society at the Congregational church,
and was apparently in her usual
health. The next morning she was
stricken with acute Bright’s disease
and was unable to rally. Mrs. Seaver
was born at Craftsbury, Oct. 21, 1861,
the daughter of Hon. and Mrs. Amory
Davison. She received her education
in the schools snd academy of her

inative town and also at the academies

of St. Johnsbury and Morrisville. In
1884 JMr. Seaver came from North
Troy to Barton and engaged in the
hardware business, and on Jan. 27,
1885 was united in marriage to Miss
Davison, who immediately became
closely identified with the church and
society work of the town and has
always been a most willing and effi-
cient worker in every good cause. An
excellent musician, she was for several
years organist at the Cougregational
church, of which she was a member.
She was also for sometime a member
of the choir and her rich contralto
voice gave pleasure to all who heard
it. She was prominent in all of the
