Poisons In Warfare.
There are many substances which

may be employed to poison or asphyx-
iate an enemy, either by tempering the
wind or by use in projectiles. Hydro-
cyanic acid, known as prussic acid. Is
60 poisonous that a mere breath of it
means instant death. Sulphuric an-

hydride when brought in contact with
air combines rapidly with moisture ab-

sorbed from the air, producing sul-

phuric acid. Thrown In a bomb with
just explosive charge enough to dis-

rupt the bomb and scatter the sul-

phuric anhydride, the air for a large
space about the explosion would be at
once converted into a dense fog of sul-

phuric acid. Liquid ammonia similar-
ly employed would instantly so fill the
atmosphere with ammonia as to stran-
gle all persons in the immediate vicin-lt- y.
