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PAGE’S WASHINGTON CLERKS

Senator Page “‘‘unqualifiedly’’ states
that the affidavit of Arthur M. Rich, a
young man formerly of Newport and
well known by many Orleans county
people, is ‘*‘absolutely false.”” This
affidavit is to the effect that Rich
turned a part of his salary as clerk to
Page or to some senate committee of
which Page was a member, over to the
Senator. In other words Rich claims
he did not retsin the entire salary
allowed by the government for his
position, but gave to Senator Page a
certain portion of it. This, Senator
Page terms a ‘‘precious concoction.”

The Monitor and many Orleans
county people believe in Rich because
we know him, and believe the Rich
affidavit in the main. Judgments are
pot based upon the single statement
contained in the Rich affidvit. Another
Orleans county boy was formerly
employed in Washington by Page in a
gimilar position to that held by Rich.
This voung man told not one but
several of Orleans county’s leading
men that he too turned a portion of his
salaryover to Senator Page.

But the Monitor is not dependent
upon the Rich affidavit or the story of
the second Orleans county boy (now
dead) as told his friends and neighbors.
The writer himself was told by an
employe of Senator Page several years
ago, of like practice in another case.
And the Monitor has reason to believe
there are still other former employees
of Senator Page who can testify to
corresponding practices with them.
That Senator Page has in many in-
stances made it a practice for his
Washington clerks to turn over to him
a portion of their salary is quite con-
clusively proven.

The practice is not criminal. Em-
ployes may hire with the understand-
ing that they are to turn to their
congressional employer any portion of
their salary, although the Monitor
understands the practice is not gener-
ally indulged in by senators, and)
at best is a mighty small practice.
It must be remembered that Lhe
salary of a clerk is fixed by the United
States, for work supposed to be done
for the United States and is paid from
the United States treasury to the clerk
himself. A senator cannot draw
the salary of a clerk or secretary and
then pay the clerk.

The Monitor is convinced that Sena-
tor Page has carried on this practice in
Washington for years and for bim to
unqualifiedly deny it damages Senator
Page’s cause tremendously in the
Monitor’s sight. His absolute denial
of the entire Rich affidavit not only
brands Rich and others in whose integ-
rity the Monitor bas utmost confidence,
as liars, but it weakens the Senator’s
statements on other questions raised
agsainst him.

The Orleans County fair was cer-
tainly a success this year. The people
made it so.

Let’s make
the 1917 event as good, or better.

It appears from the list of ecandidates
for county office as filed and published
last week that there is to be little
opposition in any case except that of
genatorships. In the list the Monitor
printed the name of C. W. Williams
instead of N. B. Williams as Crafts-
bury's Republican candidate, and we
hereby make the correction.

Caswell of Derby Line, cne of the
north-end candidates, who has been
seriously ill, is impioving.

He could not sign a sceond petition but
if there have been developments since
he signed a man’s petition that make
him want to vote for another man he
is at liberty to do so. Second, he can
vote in any one political column. He
cannot vote for one or more of the
Democratic candidates and then vote
the rest of the ticket Republican, or
vice versa. He is not obliged to vote
for all the candidates in either party,
but all he votes for must be in the
same party or his vote will be thrown
out as defective. So don’t attempt to
split your ticket when you vote if you
want your vote to count.—Hyde Park
News and Citizen.

The Vermont legislature ecalled in
special assembly at Montpelier by
Governor Charles W. Gates to provide
financial assistance for the members of
the National Guard and their depen-
dents convened at 10.20 o’clock Thurs-
day forenoon, organized expeditiously
and after listening in joint assembly
to 'the chief executive’s message,
worked hard all day and evening., Of
three bills introduced in the house dur-
ing the forenoon session, one, an act to
provide additional pay for enlisted men
of the National Guard of Vermont
while in active service of the United
States, was passed unanimously with-
out discussion after the noon recess.
The act provides for all members of
the National Guard who were members
on June 19, 1916, or who have enlisted
since that date, the sum of ten dollars
per month while actively in the federal
service. Such compensation is to be-
gin from June 19 or date of subse-
quent enlistment and to terminate not
later than January 1, 1917. The ap-
propriation of $85,000 is included in the
act which took effect from its passage.
The bill providing for the relief of the
dependents established a rate to be
paid wives, mothers, fathers, brothers,
sisters, and children. The largest sum
to be paid any one family shall not
exceed $35 per month. The bill carries
au appropriation of $35,000.

Big Doings at State Fair.

With premiums in the several de-
partments of the Vermont State fair,
which will be held on the state fair
grounds on September 12, 13, 14 and
15, aggregating $20,000 and with purs-
es for the trotting events reaching
close to $5,000, the commission having
this state event in hand is again
demonstrating its liberality. Exhibi-
tors of cattle, horses, sheep and swine,
and of all farm produce have bigh re-
gard for the state fair. It pays them
to make exhibits there, the premiums
being of satisfying amounts. Breeders
of cattle and horses from othker states
find at this fair that judging is fair
and that the premiums won are on the
merit of the stock. There is every
promise of hotly contested racing on
the track. The entries are large in all
the events. There will be two stake
races, a 2.20 pace and a 2.20 trot, each
with a purse of $1000. These two
events have brought a big string of
entries. Lovers of horse-racing are
promised a treat each day of the fair.
State Fish Commissioner Titcomb is
arranging for an extensive exhibit of
the fish that inhabit Vermont waters—
a more comprehensive and complete
exhibit than has yet been made. The
midway will be extensive. It will
again be under the supervision of
Superintendent Williams. Many things
new in the line of out-door entertain-
ment have already “‘bocked in’’ and
the midway grounds will be fully
occupied.

Farmers.

The organization of the Purebred
Live Stock Sale company of Brattle-
horo and the erection of a raodern and
substantial sales pavilion meets the
demand of the development of New
England interest in the breeding of
stock. According to
statistics of 1915, compiled by the
U 8 department of agriculture, and
released Jun 1, 1916, the total valua-
tion of eattle, sheep and swine in the
six New England states is $60,972.00.
There are in this section 850,000 dairy
cattle, 506,000 other cattle, 456,000
swine and 351,000 sheep. Some of the
foremost New England breeders of
pure-bred live stock are identified with
the sales company and their concerted
efforts- cannot fail to advance the
interests of stock raisers and afford a
safe and readv murket, where sales
will be conducted on a high and just
standard to both buyer and seller.

A strict scpervision of the health
and character of all animals passing
through these sales will be a powerful
factor in eliminating the diseased and
undesiraktles.

With regard to size and appoint-
ments, the new sales pavilion at Brat-
tleboro is second to no similar structure
in New England.
