Following a summer of inconveni-
ence and various other conditions due
to the regrading of Main street and
the laying of a permanent cement
street, it is gratifying to announce
that the contracters completed the
street construction Saturday night,
and are now at work finishing the
sidewalks.

The telephone company has placed
its wire cables underground and are
now taking down the overhead wires
and eables and the poles. The elec-
tric light company’s wires are also
placed underground and the street 1s
lichted by the ornamental plan with
large iron columns in the center of
the street opposite Coventry, Second
and Third streets, these columns sup-
porting one red light and four white
lichts and four signs “Keep to the
Right.” The lichts were all on Sat-
urday night for the first time and

To Keep Wasater Cold.

An excellent way to keep water cold
a long time with little ice is to take a
pitcher of ice and water and set in the
center of a newspaper; then, by gath-
ering the four corners at the top and
bringing the ends together with a
strong rubber band around them t{o
hold close together, the air is exclud-
ed. A pitcher of water treated in this
manner will stand all through the
night with very little perceptible melt-
ing of the ice, and even after the ice
does melt the water will keep cold a
long time.
