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HELD IN ARMENIA
(Continued from Page Five).

days we began to hear the guns, and
see the deserting Armenian soldiers
come straggling back, not always so
deliberately "straggling" eitner, and
gradually we realized tnat the Turks
were winning, and coming fast tow-
ard Alexandropol. Our cnief, Capt.
Yarrow, ordered that each American,
whether, man or woman, should be
placed in charge of one or more build-

ings connected with our orphanage. I
took my bed and. few possessions to
my warehouse office, where I have
been sleeping ever since, and Clark
was assigned to one of the girls' or-

phan buildings. This was very es-

sential as no. one knew what the Turk
would do be it massacre all the chil-
dren or whatr At all costs, we were
to stick by the orphans, no matter
what happened, and lucky for them,
poor children, for many of our Armen-
ian assistants fled and left them, and
had we left, or even hesitated, there
would have been such panic that no
one could have controlled them, and
they would have run to the mountains
and starved or frozen, for the bare
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mention of "Turk" and they shudder
and want to flee. Some days later,
after having watched the artillery
battles in the mountain passes, 15
miles away, and even heard the rifle
and machine gun fire, & sort of ar-
mistice was declared, and we heard all
sorts of rumors as to terms.

"But the firing ceased, and at the
same time every able-bodi- ed Armen-
ian betook himself out of Alexandro-
pol, along with what possessions he
oould carry, and the hosts of refugees,
who had sought protection in this
town, fled in the direction of Erivan
or Keraklis, on foot, by horse, or in
ox wagons, or on tops of freight cars
moving government supplies.

"The officials skipped, and took all
of the .railroad rolling stock, burning
several of the important food and oth-
er supply depots in town, and we were
left alone, with thousands of Orphans
and some very few .loyal Armenian as-

sistants, who determined to see the
thing through. It seems that the
Turks promised to quit fighting if giv-
en control of the railroad in Alexan-
dropol. That of course meant occu-

pation, and further than that, we did
not know what. I confess we were
all pretty nervous and excited. -

Suddenly, one morning, several
Turkish cavalrymen rode through our
grounds, and seeing a workman or
two with good shoes on, demanded at
the point of a rifle that they be re-
moved and handed to them. They al-

so demanded overcoats and in some
cases even stripped the men of ev-

erything. One of our American boys
was riding horseback with his camera
slung over his back. Some TurJrish
soldiers demanded it and when heboid
them or tried to tell them, that he
was an American, they started to lead
the horse away. Our district com
mander fortunately rode up at just
this moment, and pointed to our
American flags flying round about,
and finally succeeded in getting rid of
them. ' -

Later in the day, swarms of cavalry
and officers arrived in town, and pro-
ceeded to set up a more or less order-
ly government. Capt. Yarrow, our
Pasha, the commanding general, to
explain who we were, and what we
were doing. We found him to be a
delightful Turkish gentleman, who
speaks French beautifully, and that
same day, Capt. Yarrow brought him
and several other Turkish officers to
see our buildings and particularly our
ware houses, as we were afraid if we
we not perfectly open and frank, they
might decide to confiscate our flour,
rice, beans, condensed milk, and what
not, and what would our poor orphans
do ? Well, they did not take a thing,and they have not done a thing but
occupy Alexandropol peacefully. We
have a Turkish liaison officer attach-
ed to us, and if any soldier gets fresh
or trys to do any looting, he takes
care of it for us. He speaks French
and is quite a gentleman. We have
invited him to have his meals with
us. What the Turks are goiner to do.
we cannot tell. As yet they have be-- H

naved themselves splendidly. Todaywe have had our first chance to send
mail, for virtually we are nrisoneTs
here. However, do not worry about-- !

us. we are thriving on the excite-
ment. I could write a lot of political
news, but it is better not to. But it
is a glorious country topographically,We are completely surrounded bysnow capped mountains.' We breathe
air 5000 'feet above the sea level, and
often from my office window I look
up to the summit of "Allah Geuze"
(The Eve of God) 15,000 feet high.
Do not ask me when I shall get away,
write to the Sultan of Turkey! Per-
haps he will tell you. I have not
even heard who has been elected pres-
ident of the United States."

One of the most crafty schemes
that was ever devised against Christ
was the plot concerning the tribute
money.

They brought up the question of
the . taxes, and cunningly inquired
whether he favored paying tribute to
Caesar or not. You see, which ever
way he answered, they would have
him in a trap. If he said ; "Pay," he
would antagonize every member of
his race, who writhed under the Rom-
an yoke. If he said; "Do not pay;"
he would be guilty of treason, and so
lose his head. The master did not
dodge the trap, but said, "show me a
penny," and taking it in his hand he
asked: "Whose is this image and
superscription?". They answered
"Caesar's." "Very well," said he,
"render to Caesar, the things that are
Caesar's, and unto God the things that
are God's."

GOVERNMENT STAMPS SHOWS
ITS VALUE

This is an object lesson of tremen-
dous import." The government melts
the gold in the crucible, cools it' in the
mold, and then turns it into money by
putting it under a die, and stamping
upon it an image and. superscription.

ing, drunken, selfish, plotting, schem-
ing, cruel, foojsh, vain, licentious, mur-
derous, men and women. They sneer,
they leer they scowl, they mock, they
blaspheme. - They are the victims oi
all sorts of diseases, and at the best
it is the schoolmaster, the tailor and
the butcher who are to be given credit
for their fair appearance. Just as
coins get clipped, and punched, and
mutliated, and 'defaced until they are
scarcely distinguishable, and men
shrink from handling them in circula-
tion, so there are people so badly mu-tiliat- ed

by the rough usage of the
world that the image and superscrip-
tion is nearly worn off. ,

DARWINIAN THEORY
PLAUSIBLE

When we look at some men it is
easy to believe in the Darwinian the-
ory.

tree all a chatter with Simian
grandfathers and . grandmothers.

begat a monkey and the monkey begat
a man. But that is not the general
impression of man. The evolution of
a monkey into a man the world has
never seen, albeit the descent of man
into a monkey can be seen every day
in every quarter of the globe.
GENESIS THEORY PREFERABLE

Of course, if a man wishes to trace
his ancestry to the monkey squirm-
ing on the top of the organ grinders
music box he is welcome to do so, and
no one will try to argue him out of
the notion. But the majority of peo-
ple prefer the sublime genealogy of
Holy Writ. A Patriarch, which was
the son of Abraham, which was the
son of Noah, which was the son of
Adam, which was the son' son of God.
"He became a living soul." Even if
it should be proven that man's body
was once a monkey, and before that
a tadpole, and before that a little
wriggle, the average man is some-
thing better than that at the pres-
ent time ; he has grander possibilities
wiser than the serpent, gentler
than the dove, stronger than the lion,
more serviceable than the ox, truer
than the dog, and more aspiring than
the eagle; but whether you recognize
and fill your mission as a living soul
by obedience, and teachableness and
faith. The best man and the worst
man needs God's help inside of him,
or the devil will get him easily as he
got the first man in the garden of
Eden.

It is easy enough to believe that
some people were made in the image
of God.

POOR SPECIMENS, BUT GENUINE

But it is not absolutely necessary
to have a first class appearance to be
genuine coin. . Some coins are poor
specimens, but they pass current just
the same. The imgae and superscrip-
tion is almost worn off. The coin is
battered and defaced. It has been
maltreated by men, women and child-
ren, yet it will buy just as many gro-
ceries as a piece of money fresh from
the mint. And it is that way with
men. The "man" is "within" the
man. Not the color of his skin, but
the color of his heart. Appearances
are deceitful. Pickpockets often look
like clergymen, and Diogenes the
Greek philosopher lived in a tub.
There are men who act like , the devil
in public and weep like David, the
sinner, in private. And he who saw
the saint in the Magdalen, and the
apostle in the fisherman, and the
world-missiona- ry in the Pharisee, still
sees the image of God where it is

by the eyes of men.

Love is the superscription of the

coin. Onljr one word, LOVE. Love
in its two fold-aspe- ct, first, toward
God, second, toward man. All the
law and all the commandments are
summed up in one great word,
LOVE.
