A Monument to a Woman’s
Love

Sunday School Lesson for March 6,
1921,
Secripture. Mathew 26:

1-13

Many monuments have been erect-
ed on this planet, commemorative of
valiant deeds or valiant men. The
pyramids of Egypt, the archs of
Rome, the couching Lion of Watrloo,
the granite shaft at Bunker Hill,
each and all telling the story of their
erection. Jesus built but one monu-
ment. It was erected to commemo-
rate the devotion of a woman., But
his monument will endure when the
pyramids, the arches, the mounds,
the centopaths have been forgotten.
When he put the capstone on that
shaft of grace he said: “Whereso-
ever this gospel shall be preached in
the whole world, there shall also this,
***he told for a memorial of her.”

What had this woman done to be
thus highly honored? She had allow-
ed the mighty current of love to
break down the barriers of womanly
reserve, and with prophetic insight,
she had poured upon the head of her
Lord a vial of the most precious
spikenard, an aroma fit for the an-
nointing ¢f a king. And then and
there she lifted herself in'o immor-
tality. The ages since have gazed at
that mcnument of love and marvelled.

AN UNAPPRECIATED ACT

Do you think that the act of this
lowly woman was appreciated at the
time? Far from it. As the odor of
that perfume stole through the room
where the crowd- was gathered to
gape in open-mouthed wonder at the
strange Rabbi, Judas cried out in in-
dignation, “To what purpose was this,
waste?” The penurious disciple had!
no capacity of.apprciating the beau-
tiful or the sublime, in nature, art,
or religion. The Scriptures intimate
that he was not only a miser, but a
thief. And though he professed great
love for the poor in reality his fingers
itched to get hold of the sheckles the
sale of that spikenard would have
brought. To his mind it was wasted
on Christ. Money he could under-
stand, but spikenard,—bah! it was
only a smell.

Society has always been afflicted

with that class of carpers. There nev-|

er was an effort made to sweeten the

bitter cups of this world’s trouble, | records.

but some sneering critic has appeared
to complain of waste. If you can
squeeze anything out of them for the
Hoover fund for starving children, or
the Red Cross, or the campaign
against -the great white plague, they
are morally certain that somebody
will steal the money. They, perhaps,
gave a quarter to the missinary
cause 25 years ago, and they are
amazed that the world is not con-
verted yet. Undoubtedly the funds
were wasted. The poor would die of
starvation, and vice and crime would
become epidemic if these people could
get hold of the funds which are, ac-
cording to their way of thinking,
wasted upon the undeserving.

VALUE OF THE AESTHETIC

Judas, and his class, are unable to
realize that the human heart craves
sympathy as the stomach craves
bread, and that the soul hungers for
love and starves without it. There
are multitudes of people who c¢an
understand a dollar, but not a bou-
quet. They know what a bag of po-
tatoes means, but they cannot see
any value in a smile. They have
never come to realize how a cheery
word and a warm hand clasp
puts a song into the heart
that sings all day long, acting as a
tonic amid the depression of business
anxiety and bodily weariness,

The value of the aethetic is not
half appreciated. Surroundings are
not all, but environment is a mighty
factor in education and development.
It is possible to get an, education in
a little red school house, at the cross
roads, whose benches are hacked,
whose roof leaks, whose windows are
broken, whose stove smokes, whose
door sags on one hinge, whose e?ui -
ment consists of a cracked blac
board and nubbins of chalk, but the
child who goes to a modern, up-to-
date 20th century building, stands a
far better chance of getting the right
views of things. The town which
thinks it a waste of money to erect
a well-equipped school house, and to
pay for properly trained <instructors,
may save its money but it will be at
the expense of the manhood and
womanhood of the next generation.

CRITICS OF IMPROVEMENT

When a new church is {o be built
Judas always comes around. He
wants no foolish display about the
House of God. He declares that
steeples are the invention of the
devil to rob the poor people of their
hard earned money. And as for
stained glass windows the very men-
tion of them makes it certain that we
are headed straight for Rome. His
fathers worshipped in a plain, rect-
angular, hill-crowned, wind-swept,
sun-burned meeting house, and what
was good enough for his ancestors is
good enough for him. And then, if
he is outvoted, he buttons up . his
pocket at such outrageous extrava-
gance, and goes out muttering,
“Waste, waste.”

NO USE FOR MISSIONS

Judas doesn’t believe in missions.
He has heard some where that it
takes one dollar to send one cent to
the foreign field and he rolis that lie
under his tongue as a sweet morsel
whenever the solicitor comes around.
He thinks that is too much waste.
