AN ACCOUNT OF THE CAPTURE OF TICON.
DEROGA BY COLONEL ETHAN ALLEN,
[The fllowing is lis aecount of that aflair. )

The first systematical and bloody attempt
at Lexingtontoenslave America, thoroughly
electrificd my mind, and fully determined
me to take n part with my country, and while
1 was wishing for an opportunity to signalize
mysell’ in its behalf, diveetions were privately
sent to me from the then colony, now state
of Connecticut, to raise the Green Mountain
boys, and, if possible, with them to surprise
and take the fortress of Ticonderoga.  This
enterprise I cheerfully undertook 5 and after
fiest guarding all the several passes that led
thither, to cut oft all intelligence between
tho garrison and the country, 1 made a fore-
ed march from Bennington, and arrived at
the lake opposite Ticonderoga, on the even-
ing of the ™l day of May, 1775, with 230
valiant Green Mountain boys; and it was
with the utmost diffteulty that I procured
boats to crossthe lake. However, I landed
cighty=three men near the garrison, and sent
the boats back for the rear guard, command-
ed by Col. Seth Warner ; but the day began
to dawn, and | found myself neeessitated to
attack the fort, before the rear could cross
the lake; and us it seemed hazardous, 1
harrangued the officers and soldiers in the
manner following : *‘Friends and fellow sol-
diers—you have for n number of years past
been ascourge and terror to arhitrary power,
Your valor has been famed abroad, and ac-
knowledged, as appears by the advice and
orders to me from the General Assembly of
Connecticut, to surprise and take the garri-
son now hefore us. I now purpose to ad-
vance before you, and in person conduct
you through the wicket gate; for we must
this morning either guit our pretensions to
valor, or possess ourselves of (tlis fortress
ina few minutes ¢ and inasmuch nsitisa
desperate attempt, which none but the brav- |
est of men dare undertuke, 1do not urge it
on any contri to his will ; you thut will un-
dertake voluntarily, poise your firelock,’'
(the men being at this timedrnwn np in three
ranks,)ench poised his firclock. 1 ordered
them to fuce to the right, aud at the head of
the centre file marched them immediately to
the wicket gate aforesaid, where 1 found a
sentey posted, who instantly snapped lus
fusce atme 3 1 ran immedintely towards lim,
and he retreated through the covered way into
the parade within the garrison, gave a hullo,
and ran vnder & bowmb proof. My party,
who followed me into the fort, 1 formed on
the parade insucl a munner w10 face the
barracks, which fuced cachother, the garri-
son being asluep except the sentries, we
gave three huzzns, which greatly surprised
them. Oneof the sentries made a pass at
one of my officers, with a charged bayonet,
and slightly wounded him 3 my first thouglt
wis to kill him with my sword, but inanin-
stant L altered the design and fury of the
blow to a slight cut on the side of the liead ;
upon which he dropped his gon and asked
quarters, which I readily  granted Lim, and
demanded the place where the communding
officer kept ;3 he showed me a pair of stairs
in the front of the garrison, wlhich led up to
i second story insaid barracks, o which 1
immediately repuired, and ordered the com=
mander, Capt. Delupace, 1o come forth in-
stapily, or I would sacrifice the whole garri-
son, ot which time the Coaprain come im
mediately to the door with his breeches in
s hand, when 1 ordered lum to deliver to
me the fortinstantly 3 he asked me by what
authority I demanded it, T answered him, in
the name of the Great Jehoyali, and the Con-
tinental Congress.  Thoe authority of Cuon-
gress being very little known at that time, le
bogan wospeak ogain, but Linterrupted him,
and with my drawn sword near Lis head,
again demanded an immediate surrender of
the garrison 3 with which he then complied,
and ordered his men to be forthwith parvaded
without arms, as he lad given up the garri-
son. In dlie mean time some of my oflicers

Happy it was for me at that time, that
the future pages of the book of fate, which
afterwards untolded amiserahle scene of two
years and eight months imprisomnent, were
