this pluct;. 'J'he demonstrations along the
iianhsof the river were numerous and spirited,
and atevety landing numbers of pcuplu assem-
bled, cheering the boat as she passed, und fir-

On uriiving within sight of Madison, thou-

sands of people were discovered on the land-

ing, and cannon roared f'ortli from three diU'or-c-

(SEN. SCOTT AT CINCINNATI.

Ci.nci.nnati, Oct. mil. Scott left Mad-

ison yesterday, at 7 o'clock, on tho steam-e- r

Lady Franklin, for Cincinnati. Tho cituuus
of Madison conducted linn to thu boat in largo
numbers, und the cmbirkntion was made
uinidsl the firing of cannon, and music.

At several points along thu shore, bonfires
wore illuminating tho Ohio, almost to Carroll
ten. When Lie bout hud reached Carrollto.i,

a dense fog had descended, and it was found
impracticable to go further that night. The
lights of the bonfires at t.ic landings nlono
prevented the boat from running on the hank.
On reaching the wharf it was found that near-
ly 1000 people wero assembled. Gen. Scolt
litd retired and undressed, but so loud were
the calls of the people, that he awoke and came
out on deck in a dressing gown, to address a
few words of thanks to the citizen', having
been in his first sloop,

The fog had a very bad effect upon him, and
rendered him tptilo unwell today so much so
as to prevent his receiving a welcome from, or
addressing the citizens of Cincinnati. He laid
over at Carrolton all night, and lelt early this
morning, as soon as the fog lifted. At War-
saw and Atiroia, at which places llio bolt
touched very largo numbers ofcttizom assein-ble-

Towards afternoon Ins illness crow more
serious, and it was found at last imprudent to
go out on deck to address the people assem-
bled on Iho shore, Gov. Letcher thereupon
addressed various gathering' iu behalf of the
General, informing iheiu of his sudden illness.
