ditions oT wind and tide, an eddy is lormed
in tho strait, it is true, whioh may be dan-
gerous to small boats, but the place is by
no means so much dreaded as the Salten
Fiord, where the tide, rushing in, is caught
in such a manner as to form a bore, as in
the By of Fundy, and frt fluently proves
destructive to the fishing cralt. It is the
general opinion that BOineof the rocks
which formerly rnido the Maelstrom so ter-
rible have been worn away, or that some
submarine convulsion has taken place,
which has chauztd tho action of the wa-
ters , otherwise, it is impossible to account
for tbo reputation it once possessed.

General Neill had been killed and General
Nicholson, at Delhi, had died from his
wounds.

.Meaers. Dennistoun & Co., the heaviest

house in Great Britain connected with the
American trade, suspended on tbe 7th inst.

The V, estern Bunk of Scotland, Glasgow,
with a paid up capital of 1,500,000, and
deposits of JJ0.00O.C00 had suspended The
tusincss of tho bank was immense, and it
hod ono hundred branches in Scotland.
