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THE UOVEIl.VOIt'S .MCSSAGK.
The Governor's messago was delivered Satur-
day, and we ore happy to lay it bofuro our
readers. It is clear in its language Bound in
its doctrines and sensible in its recommenda
tions, and has tho additional merit of brevity.
We havo no time to remark hero on all tho

topic3 alluded to or briefly discussed in it.
Wo aro especially glad, howevor, to sco tho

olicy acted on by tho Legislature of last
year, in creating a debt without providing at
the timo for its payment, discountenanced so

emphatically. Wo condemned that policy
strongly last year ,at its first indication and wo
admit no excuse for its adopt ion, or for its
being persevered in.

Tho Governor's remarks on the subject ot
the attachment of property on mesno pro
cess will meet tho views of a largo portion of
tho community.

The strong language of Governor Hall on
tho policy of tho National Gov

eminent, on tho extra judicial opinions put
forth by Judges of tho Supremo Court to
give force to tho establishment of slavery in
tho Territories, as under tho Constitution of
the United States, and in defiance of tho

principles nnd practico of tho Government
from its earliest days down to 1S48; on tho
daring attempt of the National Executive, to
force a constitution upon tho poo

plo of Kansas in defiance of their known
will, will bo reccitcil with a howl of abuso
from tiio ponsioned followers or tho Admin-

istration ; but they will como homo to the
feelings of the great body of tho intelligent
and honest-minde- d peoplo of this State, and
will receive from them a hearty welcome.

Wo have como together in
obedience, to tho directions of tho Constitu
tion toconsultunon thocondition of thoStato,
and to adopt such measures of legislation.
within tho limits of tho People's Charter
under which we are toact, ns their wantsand
interests may 6eem to require In mo per-
formance of this duty tho labor at well as tho
responsibility devolves almost exclusively upon
you. Our State Government is emphatically
a people's government, being moro purely
democratic in its character than any other in
iVmenca, and probably in tho world. To tho
immediato representatives of tho Pooplo, of
tne several lowns and Counties in tlio State,
is committed tho absolute power of annually
choosing all tho officers, both executive and
judicial, who aro not annually elected by the
People, ana ot enacting such laws as to tlio
majority of them, assembled in their respect-
ive houses, shall soem meet.

To thiB power of legislation the Governor
has not. as in most oi our sister States, even
a qualified negative. His authority is of an
advisory character merely. By interposing
objections to a proposed measuro ho may
cause a reconsideration of it, but if a majority
of the two Houses remain favorable to tho
measuro it becomesa law without thoapi riv-
al of tho Executive. Thoeuecessfulopention of
tho popular features of our system is a subject
of just congratulation, furnishing the strong
est eviaenco 01 tno wis 10m anu lorcsigjit 01

its fratners, as well as of tho virtuo and intel-
ligence of those by whom it has been admin
istercd.

Tlio past year has been one of unusual de-

pression in the business of tho country, in
which the Peoplo ol this Stato bavo6harod lo
a considerable extent, though it isbelievod in
a loss degree than in many others. Although
an immediato restoration of business to its
former active andsucccssful condition is not
perhaps to be anticipated, wo havo still no
occasion for despondency. Tlio productions
of our soil during the past season have been
unusually abundant ; our peoplo have been
blessed with an ordinary degree of health ;

are in tho full enjoyment of civil and religious
liberty, and tho means of intellectual culture,
as well as of comfortable bodily subsistence,
aro believed to bo within tho reach of all out
citizens. With all these and numerous other
blessings so bountifully showered upon us
by a kind and banoficont Providence, we have
abundant causo for thankfulness nnd rejoicing
in the past, nnd also for hope and confidence
in the future.

Coming newly into oflico and having had
little recent oxperienco in Stato legislation, 1

mako this, introductory communication rath-
er in compliance with established usago, than
in any very confident expectation of furnish
ing you with essential aid in tho dibchargoof
vuui various iiiipuriuiu uuiius. 1 euuii,
howuver. mnko such suggestions as ocour to
mo, on soiuo subjects which I deem worthy of
your notico, coinmonuing mem to your can-
did consideration.

Tho report of the Auditor of Accounts,
which, in conformity to the provisions of law,
lias just Ijoen published, shows tha receipts
and expenditure of tho State, during the
past political veur. und tho present condition
of our stato finances, from this report it up--

raird thnt tha halanco in the treasury on tho
first of September 1858, was $30,643,71, und
that tlio umount of taxes uncollected was

I 00,259,20, making together tiio sum of
s90.891.97 as tho immediato availubh) r
sources of tho state, and that the ind bt "l
ncs of the state. Including orders unpresent
ed, tlio bank safety fund and the sums due to
towns for I nited States surplus money, was
.4143 001,0" exuding the current available

I rcsmrccs by tho sum of S53,012,10. It is
tl lit nli.ol-l-o- ibof tUnre. line Uetnn nvnonrlnrl
in tho construction of tho now stato houso
tho sum of 301,127,70, and that but for this
extraordinary expenditure, mado necessary by
tho accidental destruction of tho old edifice,
tho sum in tha treasury and tlio assessed tax- -
es would exceed tho stato indebtedness by
ubout thosum of S8.000. The policy of tho
state from its first organization has been
ug.iinst tho creation ot a permanent stato
debt. Extraordinary and unexpected calls
upon tho treasury, liko that now requiring
tho construction of n new capital, havo occa-
sionally been provided for by temporary
loans, but provision for their speedy piymcnt
has always heretofore been mado. This pol-

icy has had a strong tendency to produco a
judicious economy in our expenditures, and
I trust is not to bo departed lroni.

Tho report of tho auditor of accounts also
embraces the roports of tho several officers
having tho cliargo and inspection, respective-
ly, of the Vermont nsylum for the insane,
and of tho stato prison, and also tho bank

Tlio report of the coiinnksioncr of tho in-
sane N highly complimentary to tho conduct
and management of tho asylum, which, un-
der tho direction of its experienced superin-
tendent and board of trustees, appears to bo
in very successful operation.

I ho reports l the directoisof tho ermunt
stale prison ami 11s biinvruitPimcnt. are al-- o

of a favorable character. 1 would resnect- -
fully cull your attention to tho recommenda-
tion of tho directors for reconstructing tho
cells of tho prison, which tho comfort us well
as tlio prcsenation of the health of tho in
mates woulu seem to demand.

1 roin the rerort of tho bank commission
er, it appears that all tho tho banks in ope-
ration in tlio stato aro considered to bo in a
sound condition, though tho capital of somo
of them, by reason of losses, has been reduc-
ed below tlio chartered amount. It would
also seem that many of tho banks have vio
lated somo 01 tneir charter provisions. 1 beg
lcao to call your attention to theso viola-
tions, specified by tho commissioner, nnd to
submit to your consideration whether further
legislation is necessary to prevent their repe-
tition.

1 havo reason to believe that tho geological
survey of the btato, under tho superintend-
ence of tho eminent state geologist, is being
judiciously and succcssfully'prosecuted. His
report will be laid beforo you at an early day.
with such suggestions as shall then occur to
mo as important.

Reports aro also expocted from tho super-
intendent of tho stato house, on tha progress
and present condition of tho work on that
edifice, and from tho secretary of tho board
of education, showing tho proceedings of tiio
secretary and of tho board during tho past
year, which reports will be severally commu-
nicated to you. On trunGruitting tbeso ro-
ports, I shall tako occasion to submit buch re-

marks upon tho different subjects embraced
by them as shall seem to bo required.

Tho subject of tho condition and manage-
ment of our railroads is ono of tho verv high-
est importanco to tho state, but as it will
como appropriately beforo you by tho report,
which is to be made to you by the railroad
commissioner, I forbear to comment upon it.

Tho militia of tho stato have lately receiv-
ed more than uml public nttention, and tho
subject nlil doubtless bo before you for con-
sideration. Tho condition of the militia has
heretofore been deemed a matter of great im-

portance. Our ancestors brought with them
to this country n strong hereditary dread of
siauuing armies, wmcii successive events in
tho parent country continually served to
strengthen and confirm. It was found that
whenever such military force was not engag-
ed in foreign wars, it was generally employ-
ed by the government in oppressing and at-

tempting to enslavo tho people, and this
whether the forco was controlled by tho
crown, by parliament or a piotector. This
conviction of tho danger of standing nrniios,
and a belief in the safety and efficiency of a
well regulated militia for purposes of defence
and protection, wcro established political
principles of our revolutionary fathers, and
as bucIi were incorporated into our stato con-

stitution.
Tho carlv settlers of New Encland were in

the constant daily usool s for their
protection against savages and wild beasts.
Such arms were also required in tho pursuit
of game, which often furnished them with
convenient and somotimcs indispensiblo means
ui subsistence. 1110 lrequent attacss winch
were made upon their settlements by the tn
dians and afterwards by tho French and In
uians combined, tno threatened dangers Irom
tin uppre-sion- s of tho mother country, which
immediately tho followed close of the French
war, and tho actual hcstilitiesof the revolu
tionary period, all stimulated tho military
spirit of our ancestors, and mado them not
only cheerfully submit lo frequent and ex
pensive drills and musters for their improve-
ment in military discipline, but to feel an
honest und patriotic pride in establishing
and maintaining a high character for the el- -

ficiency of their military organization. This
military spirit continued to prevail to a con- -
siderablo extent until tho war of 1812, dur-
ing which tho militia wero frequently called
out and often rendered valuable and import-
ant service to tlio country. But after tho
peace with England in 1815, tho character
and efficiency of tho militia for parade and
discipline suuercd a marked anu rapid de-

cline. This apparent abatement of military
ardor is doubtless mainly, if not wholly, to
be attributed to tho feeling which has exten
sively pervaded tho community sinco that
period, that all danger lrom loreign invasion
had ceased, that littlo or nono was to bo

apprehended from dome6tio violcnco, and
that consequently a military organization
was unncce.ssrry and useless. Under tho in
fluence of this leeling, our laws, which have
required our citizens to furnish themselves
with nrms and equipments, to appear with
them by companies for inspection and drill,
and to attend regimental and other musters,
havo been looked upon as imposiog ex
pensive and unnecessary burdens, and all ef
forts of legislation for somo years past, to
give popularity and efficiency to such laws,
havo proved unvailing. 1 am not now con-
sidering the justice and propriety of this feel

ing, but merely stating tho tact ot its ens- -

tenco, a fact which ought not to bo overlook
od in any further nttcinpt at legislation on
tho subject. For in our republican system,
a law in order to be permanent and effectual
must bo sustained, urat lerst must not bo
condomncd, by publio sentiment.

lly our present laws tho militia i divided
into two clatscs, denominated tho enrolled
nnd tho uniformed militia. All persons lia,
bio to do militia duty by the laws of tho
United States and of this ttatc, aro to bo an
nually enrolled by the listers 01 tho several
towns, and a return is to be made of their
enrollment to tho Adjutant and Inspector
General. Tho enrolled militia is divided by
territorv into regiments, brigades and divi
sions, but its members as sucTi are not liable
to drill, muster or inspection

The uniform militia consists of couinan
ies of volunteers from the enrolled militia.
of which there may be one, and under cer
lain restrictions, two to each regiment,
These companies of volunteer militia are re,

quired to serto eight years unless sooner (lis
chnrirod: are. on nronor security, to bo fur
nlohed with arms belonging to the state; are
at their own expense to furnish themselves
with equipments and with uniiorm, as di-

rected by the commander. : are sub
ject to inspection, drill and muster; and
each member of such company, who is re
turned uniformed and equipped, and wb
has performed three days military service, is
ontttled to receive tnroo uouars annually
lrom the stato treasury

Tho spnrocnoss of our agricultural popula
tion is unfavorable to the organization ot'ini
litary companies, and it is probably only in
somo of our largest villages that they may bo
cxncctcd to bo formed and supported. Sovcral

. companies havo recently been organl :d in
tho state; who met for voluntary drill and
muster at Hrundon, nn tho urst and second
of September, and w to inspected by tho
commander It is but justice to
those volunteer companies to say, that their
r nnd dieipline wero under th

circumstance?, crcditablo to them and to tho
stato.

The success of this muster ot uniform mili-
tia appoars to havo in somo degree awakened
a military spirit in tho community. It ii
understood that several now volunteer com-
panies nro in tho process of organization, in
different parts of tho stato, and that applica-
tion for greater legislative encouragement for
this class of militia than is nowgjrcn, is like-
ly to bo mado at tho present session. I havo
thought it proper to tako this rather length-
ened notico of our militia history, and of tho
results of our previous legislation, in order
to bring this subject fully boforo you. I
trust you will givo 'bo mattor a careful nnd
judicious consideration, and that whatovcr
action you may tako, will bo bucIi ns will bo
permanently beneficial to tho soldier nnd to
tiio community.

I foci it my duty to call your attention to
our laws on tho subject of tho attachment of
property on mesno proecss, nnd especially to
thnt feature of thorn which gives priority to
tho first attaching creditor. Whatever may
have been tho effect of this law nt nn early
day when credit was comparatively limited,
its present operation lo. in mv ludgment,
UtllatL,i-u11- lo tl.c l,,,amn,i i n tnror- -- ' -

community. Its operates harshly upon tho
honest debtor, by offering a premium to such
creditor ns shall first nltaeh and deprive him
of tho tioscion ol bis property, and perhaps

uin his business; nnd it is uniust to credi
tors by allowing tho most greedy and un- -

nciupmotis ono to obtain Ins wholo debt lrom
an insolvent, to tho entire exclusion of all
others. It furnishes nlo to the dishonest
debtor n convenient modo of defrauding his
creditors, by procuring his property to bo
secured to himself bya fictitious attachment.
1 would tncrctoro earnestly recommend tho
passago of an act that shall provide- for tho
equal distribution of tho proceeds of proper
ty attached, among all tho attaching credi-
tors,

Forming a portion of tho general govern
ment, wo arc deeply interested in tho meas-
ures and character "of its administration, and
a few words in reference to them will not. it
is behoved, be doomed out of placo in this
communication.

Tho marked general featuro of tho national
government for several vcars past, has been
its entire disregard and abandonment of somo
of tho most important principles, which were
considered as political axioms by tho framers
of the constitution, and acted upon as such
111 me earner anu purer aays 01 tne govern-
ment, and indeed down to a very recent pe-

riod. This has been more particularly mani
fested in reference to tho subicct of slavery.

Thus, tho principlo of
which applied tho obligations 01 common
honesty nnd fair dealing between indi-
viduals, to our transactions with other
governments, has, with a view to tho
extension of tho area of slavery, given placo
to tno detestable doctrine mat national con-

venience forms a sufficient justification for a
forciblo appropriation to our own uso of a
foroign tcrritoiy and Its peoplo ; and in ac-

cordance with which doctrine, countenance
and encouragement have been given to tho
lawless invasion of such territory, and the
most barbarous and cruel robbery and mur-
der of its unoffending inhabitants. The pow-
er of Congress to cxcludo slavery from the
territories 01 tho united states, whicn naa
been exercised without question, by frequent
and repeated enactments from tho toundation
ot tho government down to , has been
recently declared to be without tho pale of
tho constitution, and tho extraordinary
doctrine is now promulgated that tho consti-
tution itself legalizes slavery in the territories,
nnd that Congress has consequently no au-

thority to prevent its introduction. This

Qiciai opinions wero sought nnu ouiaineu ny
tho government for tho purpose of crushing
out tho rising spirit 01 liberty umong tho
people. Indeed, for tho character of tho ju-
dicial ermine, it is to bo lamented that
judges, ol distinguished legal attainments.
havo oltcn been lound giung countcnanco to
oppression and wrong by ingenious and fan-
ciful constructions, and that English liberty
has been fixed upon its present firm founda
tions, not by tho aid ot judicial cllorts, but
by overcoming them. Thero is reason to
hope that tho extra-judici- opinions of the
majority of tho judges in the Drcd Scott
case, contrary as thoy aro to tho plain lan
guage ot tno constitution, to the lacts ot Hi-
story, und to tho dictates of common humani-
ty, will meet tho fato which has attended
those of tho iudrres in tho parent country.
and tiiat liberty will bo oventually estab
lished in spito ol them.

The extraordinary persevering exertions
which, during tho past year, havo been mado
by tho chief magistrato of the nation to pre-
vent tho pooplo of Kansas from excluding
slavery from their soil, by imposing upon
them a constitution which ho well knew
they loathed and abhorrod, furnishes new
and alarming evidenco of tho aggressivo
character of tlio slavo power which controlled
him, and shows that the principles of justico
and of popular sovereignty stand no more in
tho way of its demands for political domina-
tion than do thoso of the constitution. Tho
near approacli to success, by congressional
legislation, of this attempt to stifle tho will
oftho great majority of tno people of Knnsas,
is calculated to excite strong distrust in tho
continued success of our republican institu-
tions ; for if tho principles of right and jus-
tico, by tho inlluenco of government patron-ag- o

and party discipline, can be thus out-
raged and overcome, our boasted democracy
will bo but another namo for despotism. It
is, however, matter of just prido and con-

gratulation, that these efforts to impose a
slavo constitution on an unwilling people,
have as yet proved unsuccessful, and that the
people of that rich and crowinc territorv.
boldly defying tho threats of cxecutivo power
and nobly spurning the offered bribes of gov-
ernment patronage and lands, havo, by an
overwhelming majority, declared their lovo of
freedom and thoir abhorrence of slavery. The
peoplo of Vermont, mindful o! tho history of
its early settlers in their struggle against in-

justice and oppression from without, have
deeply sympathised in tho extraordinary and
protracted sufferings of tho people of Kansas
in the cause of liberty ind right, and now
greet them on the favorable prospect of a hap-

py and successful termination of their parti-oti- c

labors.
But I must now bring this communication,

which has already occupied more space tban
I intonded, to a close. In the exercise of tho
extensive powers, both of appointment and
legislation, with which you aro entrusted, I
have no reason to doubt that you will bo gui-
ded by a sincere desiro to promote the happi-
ness and welfare of tho people ; and bringing
with you from nil parts of tno stato an inti- -

matfl knowledge ot their situation and wants,
I cannot but anticipate that the result of tho
labors of tho session, which you are now
about commencing, will be favorable to your
constituents and honorable to yourselves.
