Fire. About half past six Tuesday morning,

smoke was observed issuing from tho south

side of Strong's building on the square, and

the alarm ot fire was at once raised. The

store ofL. A. Edgoll, which occupies tho

lower story at tho south end, was all on fire

inside, and the flames were fast making

their way through into Strong's hardware

store on tho other bide. Both engines wcro

instantly manned and a deluge of water

poured into the burning building, that soon

extinguished the fire.

The fire evidently caught from tho

chimney in the wall between Edgell's and
Strong's store. The smell of burning soot

was observed Saturday afternoon, and was

very perceptiblo even in the street on

Monday evening. The soot had tak-

en fire and burned inside tho chimney, until
the heat became great enough to set fire to

the lath outside. The fire then extended

between the walls and under the floors, and

before it was discovered had worked its way

entirely across tho store. The ceiling of the

first and the floor of the second story is com-

pletely burned away in many places.

An examination of the chirarey

showed a deep bod of burning soot.

Half an hour more before the discovery,

and a conflagration would have been started

that would have been driven by the south

wind, then blowing smartly, no one can

tell to what end' The whole town has

occasion for the deepest gratitude for the

prompt arrest of tho fire. Looking at tbe

rharred floors and seeing the hold the flam es

evidently had upon the building, it is a

wonder that our firemen were able to con-

quer them.
Mr. Edgell's stock on the first floor is

ruined, the furniture stored in tho second

t tory is also much damaged. He is insured

for $2000, we understand, which will

probably cover tho loss. Mr. Strong's loss

will be sl'ght, principally by water, as the

fire had but just commenced to spread in

that direction.

Another Fire. Our village, hardly as

yet fairly over its narrow escape from a

sweeping conflagration, Thursday morning,

was aroused again next morning by the alarm

of fire. The fire was in the old building,

corner of Main and Pine Streets, which has

been undergoing thorough repairs for the

past month or two, and which has been on

fire once before during the process. This

time the flames had complete mastery of the

building, and were bursting from it on every

side when the fire was discovered . The En

gines were promptly on the 6pot, and for

three hours had all they could do in preserv

ing the adjoining property from destruction

The wind blew high from the South, and

the small brick house adjoining, and tho

houses occupied by Mr A. Laduke. and Mr.

Mial Davis, north, were repeatedly on fire,

but were saved unharmed. The water was

supplied to the engines from the reservoir in

tho Park, from which the Boxer drew.throw

mg through some 1000 feet of hose, and

from the cisterns in the vicinity, which sup-

plied the Ethan Allen, No. 3. The firemen

worked hard and well, both at the fire, and

at the supper, or breakfast (furnished them

by the officers of the district) which suc-

ceeded, and they have the satisfaction of
knowing that they have caved in the last

fortveight houis, property amounting to

many thousands of dollars in value.

The building was owned by Hon. Levi

Underwood, whoe loss, we Huppos-e- , was

about a thousand dollare. No insurance.

Opinions vary as to the origin of the fire,

snme attri'iuting it to accident, and some to

an iueendiary.

plevin against the defendant, sheriff of the County
nf Chittenden, to recover quantity of household
furniture, taken by the latter on a writ of execu-
tion. The articles, among which arc a what-no- t,

or corner-stan- an oil painting and a steel en-

graving, have meanwhile remained in the plain
tiff's possession, under a bond to return them to
defendant, if the suit was determined in the lat-ter- 's

favor. The only question for the jury was
whether the articles levied upon wcro necessary
for upholding iife, within the meaning of the stat-

ute, and as such exempt from attachment. This
morning the jury brought in a verdict for plain-

tiff as to all the articles, excepting the painting
and engraving, which are directed to le returned
to defendant with eighty cents damgacs, as inter-

est on the value of the pictures for tbe time de-

tained. During the trial the plaintiff claimed
that damages should be allowed him for the ex-

pense of maintaining the suit. This claim was

refused by the court.

New York, April 3.

A dispatch from Louisvillo states that
Cassius M. Clay has published a card ap-

pealing to tho people of Marion Co., Ky.,
against a revolutionary committee in that
in that County. When the question of de-

nouncing Mr.'CIay was beforo it, it was re-

jected by a small majority, but his case was
again to be considered on Monday. He as-

serts that he has denounced the radicals, but
if the Republicans are attacked they will de-

fend themselves.
A letter signod by somo Bereans affirms

that tho renewal of excitement in insults of-

fered to ono of their number, who was Fiek
with consumption, and whose .laughter was
insulted with vilo language. Mr. Clay con.
eludes : "You may be strong enough to over
power me, but you cannot drive me from tho
duty I owe to myself, to mv friends, and to

my country. If I fall I shall not fall in vain,
and it will be enough for all long cherished
associations, ifmy blood shall atone for the
wrongs of my race, nnd these States shall at
length bo free." Privato advices intimate
apprehensions of further trouble.
