5th,very
severely wounded It is believed Hon. Mr.
Ely of N. 1'., captured by rebels. A Louis-
iana Zjuare after boasting that our wounded
had all their throats cut and n i quarter
showed, was quickly dangling in fie air. At
last accounts the rebels were ransacking bo
dicsof our dead.
