There was a general advance towards the
Kapidan Sunday morning. If the rebel in-

tend t j dispute our possession of Orange they
will probab'y cndavor to drive us back. Vie
now occupy the line ol the Rapidan Irom
Raccoou Kurd on the eait to Cave's Furd on
the kit, with pickets and parties
beyond these points, tien. liurnsidc, witli
bis army, lias arrived at C"ilpener.

Gen. Sigel, on Saturday morning reported
that the enemy made a feint or an attempt
to cross the river, but he drove them back.

Gen. ltinks is fast recovering Irom his
injuries. Saturday ho wai able to walk
about with the aid of a tanc.

Culiiepper is now comparatively relieved
frotu the wounded, except in such cases where
death would ensue from immediate removal.

Contrabands Irom Gordonsvill9 report the
continuous arrival ol troops there Irom Rich-

Col. Guitar had a fi'ht with Poindexter
Thursday mo-ni-

ng on Mu;ch lork, in Clin-

ton County, Mo., and scattered Poindexter's
men in utter confusion. Not less than two
or three hundred were killoi and wounded.
Guitar's men fouzht him 18 miles, running,
and would havo captured him but he des
troyed a bridge across tne unantan ana
swam the river at Bucklehammer's Mills. A
good many of them on getting home have
taken the oatb, and now they want to stay
at home.
