For
months we had been shut out from the light
of liberty, suffered from hunger, Cold, sick-

ness, insults and tie bitter feeling that we
had no means ot aiding in the glorious cause
ol maintaining the integrity ol the Onion.

It was the hour of sunrise to our souls and
we thought the day of relief had come.
But ' put not your trust in rebels' soon c

a proverb among ue.
We started Ijp HiUimond in detachments

ofone hundred men and officers. The trans-
portation furnished us was very good and
they seem d to do all possible for our com-

fort.
It was laughable to see the change in the

remarks of the topic. There was no cur-

sing yankecs or boasting of southern ex-

ploits; gloom had settled down on the people
and it was a heavy load.

All wished the war over and I lute no
doubt if Richmond had fallen, that all North
Carolina would litre come over to the side of
the Union. The conlederacy can sustain
only tucau. Few countries can stand firm
and united in defeat and disaster ; the South
never can passion, ambition and pride are
the ingredients of the rebellion, and the Ere

ol a few great deleats will melt them away
sad the confederacy will destroy itse'f.

One of Sou Ji Carolina's greatest men said
to his men :

" We must not lose another jroat battle
this year or we are ruined. The fall of
Benetton and Jloenoie and the falling back
ol our army from Manassas have depressed
the people, filled even the hearts of our
Jeadeis with doubt, ruined confidence in our
money .Jchecking the sympathy for us in the
northern states and in loreign countries, and
finally making thousand ol traitors among
IK."

On my way up I was told by a union
man all about the intended attack on our
Tcssels by the Merrimac. I mentioned this
to Col. O. 15. Wi'cox who thought for a
while it must be a sell, but the news a few
days later showed rue how cxrtaio was my
imtormation.

House on --7tn ult. Tlc Jollowing re-

port from Walton's Journal will give the
substance of the debate, and the action of
the Ilmij--; on tbe subject :

Mr . baw, for C elect Conauilttte, reported io
favor of agreeing with the Senate in striking out
all tbe seetioni pnpjaed to be atrkkea out, except
sect ices lu and 11 of ch 109 provisions relittre
tofagitive slaves and kidnapping. Tho House
when they pasted the bill, inserted all the section
of the law of 1658, which the commissioners bad
ananiiaoutly reported unconstitutional. The
amendment of lhe Senate wu to strike these sec-

tions out, together with tbe 10th and 11th sections
of the revision.

ilr Shaw thought it was no time to backdown,
if we could get plausible argument In its favor
though it might be useoustitutioaal. lie there-
fore hoped tbat then two sections proposed by the
Senate to be stricken cut would be retained. Some
distinguished jurists had supported these sections,

they bad been on the statute book for eleven
years.

Mr Batch thought tbesw sections should be re-

tained. It wss no time tu give np any of these
sections.

Mi Fletcher of Cavendish, was gratified at tho
action of the House when they considered this
question before. He trusted tbey had not changed
their minds.

Tbe House refused to concur with tbe Senate in
strkiog out the section.

The committee recommended that tbe other
fecti La embodied in the law of 1858, be stiieken
out

Mr Shaw said the committee did so because the
Committee were clearly of the opinion that these
sections were unconstitutional, and as tbe Senate
had rai-e- this question, and rvfuscd to pass them
he thought the House bad better ncur in the
amendment. He read from the sections and show-

ed clearly by argument tbat t!e---e sections were
utc, nstitutionai. The committee thought tbe law
was not only unconstitutional, lut anneeessar'y
offensive, and while there was no occasion f jr
these to be retained for any porp-.se- he thought
it bct that tby be riVrn cut.

Mr Balch thought at least one more section, (be
17th should be retained. He thought that there
was no law ic the south thit held lares. Tbe
slaveholders held slaves without authority ?f law
In the slave Sut.s. Therefore our law was not in
conflict, because these slaves were not held by tbe
laws thereof. He argued in favor ot tbe tew to
considerable length.

Mr Deniitn said the question w, is tbe law
right? Thi wjs for us to answer; if it was wrong,
u was never too late to back down, it it was rigni
let us stick to it.

fHr Balch admit' el this was good ground.
He then read sections of tbe law and of the

constitution. What did tbe section, "persona Leld
to labor or service" mean ? S bat were the fri-
mers of the constitution thinking of, when this
section was framed ? what were they talking
about ? Not apprentices only but also slaves.
No other construction wa ever put upon it, ex
sept in attempts to bck up jn- -t such perfectly
riifcaloas and uaeonstitutionat laws nt this.
Slaves are called persons all over the United States
Now tuts section tbat tbe geatlemaa wisoes to re-

tain, provider tbat persons coming to this State
with or without tbe consent of their masters or
owners shall be free. Now if this decs not con
flict with the constitution, what two passages in
tbe language are there tbat do conflict ?

Mr i'alch replied, at the time tbe constitution
was f. rmed, South Caroline and Georgia divided
equally, were the only Stales who planted them-
selves firmly on tbe same ground now claimed by
the gentleman from Hojalton, (Mr Denison) that
the Constitution should provide for tbe return o.
slaves. He attempted to reply at length and with
great earnestness to tbe position takes by Mr
Denison. He thought if we erred at all, it should
be on the ride of liberty and humanity. He re-

spected the legal profession, their wisdom and
and it he believed that tbe provisions

were unft rotational, he should fivor their being
stricken out. But be judged from the light he
had, and ta his judgment, the Constitution did
not include slaves in th: section. "No person held
to labor,' Ac

Mr Boyc tielivt d tbat a slave vas a person and
was so held n.rth and soath. It bid been so held
in all tbe Stater, in their courts, and io the courts
of the United blate. It was possible still that
tbe gentleman frm Ladlow, (Mr Bilcb) might
be right and everybody else wrong. It has been
said before in dicustim that tbe opinion of the
in pre me Court ol the United States was cf no ac-

count, and that we should have another that would
correct tbe law. He believed if tbe rights of the
gentlemen ol Ludlow were in question be would
appeal tu that court as soon as any other man, and
tbat tbey would be respected. It would be a sad
time ftr the people tf these States when tbe deci-

sions of our courts were disregarded. He had
traveled houth and when he had spoken of tte
unconstitutional laws of South Carolina, ha bad
been pointed to Vermont. She, too, had unconsti-
tutional laws, What could he say ia reply ?

Nothing, believing be did tbat these laws were
unconstitutio tal. lie beaeved tbat niaety-utn- out
of every bunlred that Lad made law a profession
and constitutional law a study, agreed with bin
tbat tbe e law were unconatilutnnal. He was
no supporter of slavery, no aura in favor cf it
than the gentleman from Luilow, as bitterly op-

posed to it as be was; but he would oppose it in a
legitimate aad constitutional m inner- - In bis
opposition to slavery, be would not violate tbat
constitution be had so often sworn to sup pott.

.Mr Fletcher of Cat end Uh replied at length.fully
endorsing tbe gentleman from Ludlow, (Mr Ualeb)
in bis remarks in favor of the bill. He gave a
hiitory of tbe Personal Liber tr Bill at tbe time it
wis pissed in 1853. He wasattonUhei that men
so mush rather interpret tbe Constitution in favor
of slavery than aginst it.

Mr Sbawaid it was a initter of piiceiple with
the io their report. They bad report-
ed wbat tbey thought right He read from tbe
laws of Virginia piovillbg who should be sUvvs,
huw mde slave, and various other section, rela-
tive to sluts. He did this inasmuch as the gen-
tleman from Ludlow had quoted from Mr Mason
of Virginia, tbat laws making sliveedid not exist
ia tbe routh.

MrBalebsaii be meant to be undersold that
the laws authorities slavery in tbe firtt place, did
cot exist, and this on the authority of Mr Mason,
aleo of Mr Gaston of North Carolina.

Mr. Smith
of St. Al'ana, (Speaker) theu to- - k the floor, and
made a somewhat lengthy argument in favor of

the amendment. He rtat'J tbat tscVsmust issue
fraeti nal bTlU, or the bills now circulated by

unauthorised parties must continue to la circu-

lated, and their ou inter wculj be greatly in-

creased. Applications had been made to the ap-

propriate department of the deneral Government,

for a supply cf the postal currency, to relieve the
imperative necessities of the Vermont Central and
other railroads; bat no supply had been obtained,
and it was evident that they could cot obtain a
r apply.
