In the fall of 1813, the war then being in

active progrcts on our Northern lrontier, a
brigade of Vermont Militia, the third, of the

third Division, which had been drafted into

the eervice of the United States, was ordered

to I'lattsburg, to replace a force of fifteen

hundred New York Militia which had b en

rent forward to reinforce Maj. Gen. Hamp-

ton at Chateaugay. The Brigade was re-

viewed by Governor Galusha, in this town,
on the 27th of September, and on that day
and the next left for I'lattsburg. In Octo-

ber, there ha ing no election of Gov-

ernor by the people, Martin Chittenden of

Williston, the Federal candidate for Govern-

or, was elected by the Legislature by a

majority of two vote. In his message he

took strong Federal ground in opposition to

the iVar and the incaourcs of the General

Government, maintaining especially that the

militia were designed exclusively for the

service and protection of the respective States,

and he carried out his principles tw o or three
weeks later by ordering the Vermont Militia
Hrk to thar homes. His proclamation to

that effect was carried to I'lattsburg by
SiicriB, also Bng.

Whereas, it appears that the Third Brigade

of the Third Division of the Militia of this State,

further apjars, to the extreme regret of the
Captain General, that a part of the Militia of
the said Brigade have been placed under the
command, and at the disposal of an officer of the
United States, out of the jurisdiction and control
of the Executive of this State, and have been ac-

tually m:irched to the defence of a sister State,
fully competent to all the purposes of selfdefence,
whereby an extensive section of our own Frontier
is Ielt, in a measure, unprotected, nnd the peace-
able good citizens thereof are put in great jeop-

ardy, and exposed to the retaliatory incursions
and ravages of an exssperitcl enemy: And,
whereas, disturbances of a very serious nature,
are believed to exist, in consequence of a portion
of the Militia having thus been ordered out of
the State:

Therefore tothecnJ, that these great evils
may be provided against, and, as fir as may be,
prevented for the future:

Be it known that such portion of the Militia
of slid Third Division, as miybenowdoing duty,
in the State of New York, or elsewhere, beyond
the limits of this State, both Officers and men,
are hereby ordered and directed, by the Captain
General and Commander in Chief of the Militia
of the State of Vermont, forthwith to return to
the respective places ot their usual residence,
within the territorial limits of said Brigade, and
there to hold themselves in constant readiness to
act in obedience to the order of Brigadier Geuer-- al

Jacou IIvvih, who is appointed, by the Leg-

islature of this State, to the command of sikl
Brigade.

And the Slid Brigidier General Davis is here-
by ordered and directed, forthwith, to fee, thvt
the Militia of bis svid Brigade be completely arm-
ed and equipped, as the Law directs, and holdtn
in constant readiness to march on the shorted
notice, to the defence of the Frontiers; and, in
case of actual invasion, without further Orders,
to march with bis said Brigade, to act, either in

with the Troopa of the U-- Stau, or
separately, as circumstances raay require, in

the enemy trora our territory, and in
prutecting the good c'tiiens of this State from
the ravages of hostile incursions.

And in case of an event, so seriously to be do- -
precated, it is hoped and expected, thit every
citizen, without distinction of party, will fly at
once to the nearest post of dinger, and that the
only rallying word will be ore oocntkt."

Feeling, as the Captain General does, the
wf'Knt ot reponMb.lity, which rests upon bitn,
with regard to the Constitutional duties of the
.Militia, and the sicred rights of our citizens to
protection from this great clo-c-f commuDity,
so essentiallv cecrss-ir- to all free countries; at a '

ti vhtn they are so imminently ex--
posed to t be d ingers of hostile incurstots, and j

domestic ditficultHS, he cannot conscientiously

At 6 o'clock Admiral Dahlgrcn pro-
ceeded on board the Weehawken, and with
the Ironsides and the entire Monitor fleet
a tucked batteries Wagner and Gregg with
great fury, completely silencing Wagner and
almost silencing Gregg- - The wooden gun-
boats, seven in number, also Joined iu the
assault, and enabled all of the shore batteric
to pour their shot and shell into Sumter.
