Report of Lieut. Gen. Grant.
WHAT NE LFANXED DURING 118 sOUTHERY TRIP.

Hravouanress, Army of the United States, ;
December 18, 1865

To bis excellency, Andrew Jobnsgn, president
of the United Btatee—3ir: In n::i_r 1o your
pote of the 16th inst., requesting s report from
me, giving such information as [ may be pos
pemsed of, coming within the scope of the in-
quiriés made by the Senate of the Un'ted States
in their resclutionof the 12th mst., I have the
honor to submit the following, with your ap-
proval aud slso that of the honomble secretary
of war:. I left Washington city on the Z7th
of last month, for the purpose of making a toar
of inspection throughoat some of the southern
states lately in rebellion, and to ste what chang-
€8 Were necessary in the disposition of the mili-
tary forces of the conntry, how these forves
could be reduced, expenses curtailed, &a, and
to Jearn ma far as possable the felngs  and in-
tentions of the citizens of these states ‘owsrds
the general government.  The stute of Virginia
being s0 acccesible to Washington eity, and in-
formation from this quarter therefore being
readily olitained, I hastened through that state
without ccnversing or mecting with any of its
cititens. In Raleigh, N. C., [ spent cne duy,
in Charleston, B.C., two days, and in Savatioak
snd Angusts, Ga. each ene day. Both iu travel-
ing and whilst stopping, 1 saw much and cot-
versed freely with the citizens of those states, us
well as with oficers of the army who had been
stationes] among them, The fullowing are the
conclusions come to by me :

1 ani satisfied that the mass of thinking mon
of the South wocept the present sitwation of
aflnirs in good faith. The gquestions which have
hitherto divided the sentiments of the people of
the two sections—alavery and state rights, snd
the right of the state to seoede from the Union—
they regard as having been settlod forever by
the highest tribunal-—arms—thst man can resort
to. 1was pleased to learn from leading men
whom [ met, that they not eonly aceeptud the
decision srrived at as  figal, but believe, mow
that the smoke of battle hne clearcd  awayand
time lias been  given for reflection, that this
decision has been a fortunate one for the whole
country, they receiving the like benefits {rom
it, with those who opposed them on the field snd
in conmell. Four years of war, dunng which
the laws were execetedonly st the point of the
bayopet throaghout the states in rabellion, have
left the people possibly in & comdition ot to
yield that ready obedience to civil suthority the
American people have generlly been in the
habit «f yiclding, This would render the pres
ence of small garrisons  throughout these states |
necessary, utitil such time sx labor returnsto |
its proper channel, and civil sulhority is fally
estulilished, T did not mre: any one, either |
amunty those holling places under the gavern-
ment, or citizens of southern states, who thought
it praictissblo to withdraw the military from the
South, At present, whites and blacks mutuaily
rev aire the i of the general governmen:
