lt seenM eaiy to clonlr boil in the calbC'
dral, or when the ehurch meets to rcad and
pray ; wo feel that tho martyr, who toals his
faith by his dcaUi, glorifies Ood ; but the
queetion is how to glorify him in the niinuti
of life, in things far rcmoved from what is

contidered spiritual, and this queation puxxles
many. ilicre is nothmg more purely pnysi-ca- l

than cating and drinking ; and, if it were
not that we had olothed the tablo with refincd
and genial associations, nothing would bi

more rcpulsive. It secms very liard to elo'
rify God In eatiog, in drinking ; very hard
to Bervo him with our passions and our phyji
ioal industriea. The man wbo adds up fig'

ures in tho oounting-roo- don't see how hois
to servo God with arithmetic ; llie engineer
soos how ho may co away from his business
and pray, but ho uon't seo how he is to honor
Ood with his cncine. It is as plain as oan
bo. Whcn Gen. Grant was in command
during the last year the war, ho had a
great burden on his shoulders.

fever and nguo to a Western town, you will
find that thero isn't anyin this town, but that
the next ono is rattled to picccs with it.
Whcn I say most childrcn aro avcrago young
pcrsons, cvery mother will asscnt for all tho
othcr peoplo's children, but hcr own cannot
bo meantj thoy are the most remarkablo
children in tho place !

When thoaverago childrcnmust stop study-in- g

and must go to carning a living, it is one

comfort that they can do it. They can do

ono thinz about as well as auothcr, that is,

ono ordinary thing, one avcrago thing. They
will toach bchool prctty well if thcro is a
ohanco, or go to work on a farm, or tako a
clerkslup, or loarn a tradc.

The othcr sort, thoso who havo a natural
vocation, will in duo timo say so. And they
will bo uncomfortablo if sct at anything clso ;

tho largest rcturn possihlo for tho uso of

that timo. Good vision in ndvancing ago is
worlb mnro than all tho inl'ormation thus ob- -

taincd. Tho student who sponds a couplo of
hours a day with tbo skates, oars, crictei or
football, is probably carning moro iu his rcc-

reation than in any similar pcr'tod of timo
spent in study. Tho man who, by a hearty
frnlio with his childrcn in tho morning beforo
ho starts to hia work, geta good buuior for
tho day, earna aa much in hia play as ho docs

in his work.
